MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Martin Clemmons, Jr., Chair at 1:30 p.m.

	CHANGES TO AGENDA

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for December 2, 2015 were approved with edits (M: Konnerth, S: Fitzgerald) (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Martin Clemmons, Jr. notified the group that new surveillance data was released from the state. Florida is no longer number one for newly diagnosed HIV infection cases. The state is now number two, behind California. Brandi Geoit wished members and guests a happy new year.  

	CARE COUNCIL SUPPORT REPORT
	Samantha West Church notified the group that the Care Council support staff has been working on the first two sections of the local area’s portion of the Integrated Plan for the past 3 weeks. The Epidemiological Overview and HIV Care Continuum sections will be presented to Planning and Evaluation later this month and will get reviewed at Care Council next month for final approval. 


	RECIPIENT’S REPORT


	Aubrey Arnold announced that the Part A grants management office will be holding a workshop on January 7th for sub-recipients. The workshop will be focused on federal guidelines. The Part A office is currently recruiting for a fiscal and program monitoring position to be filled as quickly as possible. Part A contract monitoring is completed. There have been minor corrective action plans issues.  E2 Hillsborough, the new Part A data monitoring system, is on track. Selective sub-recipients are currently testing the system. The Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program Services Report (RSR) is open for providers to complete. The report is due in March. 



	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Shelley Taylor-Donahue reported that Part B monitoring will continue through February. Contract amendments have been completed. She also updated the group on the progress of the linkage-to-care survey that will be incorporated into the Integrated Plan. The survey has been translated into Spanish. She has received a good response rate so far. There will be a Part B provider meeting on January 27th. All Part B contracts close on March 31st, 2016. The new fiscal year starts on April 1, 2016. 


	COMMITTEE REPORTS

	A. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Joyce Johnson, Chair  
The committee did not meet. The next meeting is scheduled for January 28th at 2:00pm at the Hillsborough County Health Department. 
B. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) –Alice Prendergast, alternate for Bernice McCoy, Co-Chair  
The committee met on December 17, 2015, but did not have quorum. The group discussed whether birth control is currently on the Ryan White formulary or not. Part A and B representatives discussed creating a memo to send out to the pharmacy provider as well as to community providers letting them know that birth control is and should be included as part of the formulary. As an update, Aubrey Arnold notified the group that he will have a conference call with the pharmacy provider this month. 
C.  Membership -  Bernard Messier, Co-Chair  

The committee did not meet. The next meeting is scheduled for January 11th at Metro in Ybor.

THAT THE COUNCIL ACCEPTS THE NOMINATION OF GREGORY MCCONNELL AS A VOTING MEMBER REPRESENTING PASCO COUNTY (2016-2019). THE COUNCIL WILL FORWARD THE NOMINATION TO HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS FOR FINAL APPROVAL.
Nolan Finn seconded the motion. The motion passed by acclamation (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain). 
D. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Jim Roth, Chair
The committee met on December 10th with 9 members present and 2 guests. A Patient Care Planning Group (PCPG)/Prevention Planning Group (PPG) update was given. The group looked at templates that were provided by the state for the local Integrated Plan. The group discussed the need to expand the Resource Inventory template that was provided by the state. The next Planning and Evaluation meeting will take place on January 14th at Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater. 
E. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Nolan Finn, Chair 
The committee met on December 10th with 11 members present, 3 absent and 2 guests in attendance. Nolan Finn presented the Part A and Part B quarterly expenditure reports for council members to review. Both reports do not reflect the previously approved reallocations. Reallocation changes will be reflected in the next quarterly reports. Both Part A and Part B expenditures are on target. The committee will not meet in January. The next meeting will be held on February 11th.    
F. Standards, Issues and Operations (SIOC) – Brandi Geoit, Chair 
SIOC did not meet this month.  No additional meetings of the SIOC are scheduled at this time.   

G.  Women, Infants, Children, Youth and Families (WICY&F) – Bernard Washington, Chair 
The committee did not meet. The next meeting will be held on January 28th at 6pm at Metro in Ybor. The meeting will be held in conjunction with a youth group. 


	PUBLIC POLICY REPORT & COMMUNITY INPUT
	Members discussed that the new Affordable Care Act (ACA) coverage took effect January 1st for individuals who renewed in time. An ADAP representative discussed that for some people who are trying to switch from ADAP to the ACA, it is difficult for them as there is a requirement to have taxes filed to qualify for the ACA and some consumers have not filed their taxes. 


	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES/ QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	There is going to be a night HIV testing outreach event coming up in connection with National Black HIV/AIDS Awareness Day in February. More details will be provided at a later date. 


	ANNOUNCE-MENTS
	The 2016 HIV Research and Practice Symposium will be held on March 3rd from 8:30am-4pm at USF. Interested parties are encouraged to submit an abstract if they would like to be part of the event.
