MINUTES 
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Nolan Finn, Chair at 1:30 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for June 3, 2015 were approved with no changes (M: Clemmons, S: Gutierrez) (14 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Nolan discussed last week’s historic achievements including the Supreme Court’s Ruling on marriage equality. Nolan also encourage members to attend the United States Conference on AIDS in September 2015 in Washington, D.C. 

	GRANTEE’S REPORT


	Aubrey Arnold discussed the historic week preceding the meeting with the Supreme Court upholding subsidies of the Affordable Care Act and the passage of marriage equality.  The final grant award was received in late May and represents a 3.5% increase over last year for an award amount of $10,282,968. The grantee’s is expecting a Request for Applications (RFA) to be released (pending Care Council vote) in early July with a deadline of early-mid August. Recipients would be notified in August and would be presented to the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) in September. The grantee will contact members if they need scoring help with the RFA. 
The replacement to CAREWare, E2 Hillsborough, was secured and the new system will formally begin on January 1, 2016. Aubrey reported that the grantee’s office has been having regular meetings with the developers, RDE Systems. 
 

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Demarcus Holden noted that the new state fiscal year begins today. The state fiscal year relates to the General Revenue (GR) funds. The lead agency is currently preparing for the new fiscal year. 
The Florida Department of Health- Pinellas has hired a new linkage coordinator to help link newly diagnosed clients to health care. The new linkage coordinator is Dante Ross and Dante will be working with community based organizations to improve linkage to care in our community. 

Demarcus asked that the Care Council keep Shelley in their thoughts and prayers as she is out dealing with a family illness.  



	CARE COUNCIL SUPPORT REPORT
	Lisa Nugent asked all members to complete the Care Council member demographic survey that was recently sent out. The short survey asks for basic demographic information and is needed to report back to the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA). HRSA has asked for new information in their most recent report and the Council will need to think about changing the membership application to gather the new information from members. 
Lisa and Aubrey announced that the area received a 100% on the Part A grant application for 2015-2016. This is the first time the area got such a high score.  Aubrey thanked everyone for their contribution to the grant application.

	COMMITTEE REPORTS

	A. Community Advisory Committee- Brandi Geoit, Chair
The committee planned to meet on June 25, 2015 at 2:00pm but the meeting was canceled due to poor attendance. The next meeting will be July 23, 2015 at the Hillsborough County Health Department from 2:00pm-3:30pm. 
B.  Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC)- Priya Rajkumar, Co-Chair
The committee met on June 18, 2015 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County from 1:30pm-3:00pm.  Priya noted the large turnout at the meeting which included pharmacy, clinic, health department, and ADAP staff along with consumers. The committee discussed expanding the formulary to include medications for transgender/transitioning individuals and adding some over-the-counter items to the formulary. 
Priya presented the following background information: 

The Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) was asked to consider the possible addition of several commonly prescribed Over-The Counter (OTC) products to the Ryan White formulary.  OTCs (with the exception of diabetic supplies) were removed from the formulary in 2011 during the AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) crisis. 

Hillsborough County Health Department pharmacists noted that the six OTCs listed were commonly prescribed by providers and requested that the Health Services Advisory Committee consider adding the OTC products to the formulary:

1. Artificial Tears Eye Ointment

The HSAC recommends the addition of the six OTCs listed above to the Ryan White formulary. A comprehensive review of the Ryan White medication formulary is expected to take place in September 2015.

The Committee recommends that the Care Council members adopt the following recommendation:
ACCEPT THE ADDITION OF THE SIX OVER-THE-COUNTER MEDICATIONS TO THE RYAN WHITE FORMULARY. 

A roll call vote was held and the motion passed (13 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).
Priya presented the following background information: 

The Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) was asked to consider the addition of Hormone Replacement Therapy (HRT) medications to the Ryan White formulary.  

Hillsborough County Health Department pharmacists observed that HRTs are being prescribed to Ryan White clients who are transgender and transitioning and asked the Health Services Advisory Committee to consider adding them to the formulary. Members discussed a possible typo on the cost of one of the medications. Staff noted that this information came straight from the pharmacy and they would be the ones qualified to speak to any typos. Aubrey noted that the proposed costs will not impact funding.

A roll call vote was held and the motion passed (14 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

C. Membership –  Tonicia Freeman-Foster, Chair
The committee met on June 15, 2015 at Metro Wellness in Ybor and had a brief business meeting and a new member orientation. 

Tonicia noted that they had two nominations to present but one potential member was not present so his nomination will be held until next month. 
Tonicia presented the following member nomination:

The Committee recommends that the Care Council members adopt the following recommendation:

THAT THE COUNCIL ACCEPTS THE NOMINATION OF BERNARD WASHINGTON AS A VOTING MEMBER REPRESENTING HILLSBROUGH COUNTY (2015-2018). THE COUNCIL WILL FORWARD THE NOMINATION TO HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS FOR FINAL APPROVAL.

The motion passed by acclamation (14 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).
Tonicia presented the slate for the upcoming Chair and Vice- Chair elections. The floor was opened to nominations for Care Council Chair and Vice- Chair. Nolan Finn nominated Brandi Geoit for Vice-Chair. Marty Clemmons nominated Joe Parramore for Chair at the June meeting. 
The slate will sit on the table for 30 days and voting will take place in August. 

The next committee meeting will be on July 20, 2015 at Metro Wellness and Community Centers in Ybor City from 11:00am- 12:30pm.
D.   Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Jim Roth, Chair 
The committee met on June 11, 2015 at Suncoast Hospice in St. Pete. The committee reviewed the draft integrated planning guidance released from CDC/HRSA. The final guidance was released on June 19th and will be discussed at the July meeting. The committee also discussed the evaluation survey from the Patient Care Planning Group (PCPG). 

The next committee meeting will be Thursday July 9, 2015 at 9:30am at the Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.  
E. Resource Prioritization and Allocation Recommendations Committee (RPARC) – Marty Clemmons, Chair
The committee met on June 11, 2015 at Suncoast Hospice in St. Pete. The committee discussed the allocation recommendations from Part A and the Part A and Part B expenditure reports. 

Marty presented the following background information:

The FY 15-16 Part A award has been received, which totals $10,282,968, and our EMA has an additional $294,307.40 in new funding for direct services, which includes Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI).  $49,012.80 (which is also included in the additional funding) is being allocated to Quality Management.

The Grantee conducted a provider survey in May 2015 to assess unmet needs and any emerging utilization trends.  These recommendations are based on that survey:

*Note that Quality Management allocation is increasing in the amount of $49,012.80 but this is not a direct service and is under the discretion of the Grantee.  It is being included for information purposes only.

The Committee recommends that the Care Council members adopt the following recommendation:
Approve the above allocation recommendation for FY 15-16 which will increase Medical Case Management, Insurance Services, and Treatment Adherence (MAI).

Aubrey and members discussed how the allocation recommendations were decided upon. They must be spent by the end of the contract year. The monies that are allocated will be recurring funds. 
A roll call vote was held and the motion passed (13 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

Marty asked Aubrey to discuss the Part A expenditure report. The expenditure reports are presented for informational purposes and are not voted on by the Care Council. The Part A expenditure report showed a 99% spending rate by the grantee and part A providers. Aubrey noted that they will be asking for approximately $97,000 back for carry-over funds. 
Demarcus presented the Part B expenditure report and explained the re-design of the report to make it easier to read and understand. Members were told to direct any questions about the report to Marty or Demarcus. 

The July committee meeting is cancelled. The next committee meeting will be August 13, 2015 at the Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater from 11:00am-12:30pm. 
F. Standards, Issues and Operations (SIOC) – Nolan Finn, Co-Chair
SIOC did not meet in May.  No additional meetings of the SIOC are scheduled at this time.   
G.  Women, Infants, Children, Youth and Families (WICY&F) – Barb Szelag, Chair
The committee met on June 25, 2015 at Suncoast Hospice in St. Pete. The committee reviewed evaluations of the May event. The evaluations were excellent. The committee is discussing how to get more female clients involved in the committee and proposed to have members attend other events and tell the attendees about WICY&F.  
The next meeting is scheduled for July 23, 2015 from 10am-11:30am at Metro Wellness in Tampa/Ybor City.

	Members noted that Medicaid closed some offices in the area. 


	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES/ QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	Bernard Washington discussed the recent HIV Testing Day events in St. Pete and Ybor City. Metro Wellness also tested many attendees at St. Pete Pride over the weekend. 

Aubrey and members discussed the recent increase in HIV cases in the community. The cause of the increase is not yet known but it is being very closely watched. 

Metro Wellness was recently awarded funds to begin a large High Impact Prevention (HIP) program.
