MINUTES 
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Nolan Finn, Chair at 1:32 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Nolan asked everyone to avoid the use of acronyms and to remember the format of the committee report. 


	GRANTEE’S REPORT


	Aubrey Arnold announced that his office received the notice of grant award for the 2015-2016 grant year. A partial award of $7,739,765.00 was received which includes Minority AIDS Initiative and formula funding. The balance is expected between now and May 2015. 
Aubrey shared that a Request for Applications (RFA) was released last week for a replacement to CAREWare. A presubmittal conference call is scheduled for March 5th and applications are due by the end of March. The RFA will be scored and a contract should be in place by April/May of 2015. 
A provider meeting was held on Friday February 27 and the Grantee answered questions about the end of the contract year and the pending RFA. 

Aubrey discussed how the grant year ended on 2/28/15 and he doesn’t expect any last minute issues to reconcile claims and the adjudication process for providers. 

Aubrey commended all the committee chairs and co-chairs for being present at the Standards, Issues, and Operations Committee that met before Care Council. He thanked everyone for their commitment on behalf of the Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners (BOCC). 

Aubrey announced that all provider contracts should be in place by the end of the week. 

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Demarcus Holden announced that Part B is currently in the process of negotiating contracts and closing out the current contract year. New contracts are set to begin on April 1, 2015.  
Demarcus noted the transfer of $105,000 from Polk to Hillsborough County for pharmaceuticals and dental services. 

The Part B program continues to work on monitoring contracts. Part B will continue to use CAREWare.

E. Resource Prioritization and Allocation Recommendations Committee (RPARC) – Marty Clemmons, Chair
The committee met on February 12, 2015. The committee reviewed the quarterly expenditure reports for Part A and Part B. Those reports were provided to Care Council for informational purposes.  The transfer of Part B funds from Polk to Hillsborough was noted. Part A moved funds to the AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance Program. Part A reminded the Care Council that they are allowed to move funds within the last 60 days of the contract year. Part A is on track to expend 95%+ of the grant award this year. 

The committee also discussed the marketplace transition and changes in Medicaid Managed Care. 

The next committee meeting will be March 12, 2015 at the Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater from 11:00am-12:30pm. 
F. Standards, Issues and Operations (SIOC) – Joe Parramore, Chair
SIOC met just prior to the Care Council meeting. Joe thanked everyone for attending. The SIOC discussed membership recruitment, committee roles and responsibilities, by-laws and committee work plans, and membership trainings and gaps.
