MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Martin Clemmons, Jr., Chair at 1:30 p.m.

	CHANGES TO AGENDA
	Nolan Finn moved the Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism Part A report to A. under Agenda Item IX. Marty Clemmons removed the Member Nomination action item from Agenda Item IX.C as the person nominated was not present. 

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for October 7, 2015 were approved (M: Gutierrez, S: Sabella) (19 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Martin Clemmons, Jr. reminded members that the Care Council is committee-driven and that the Council only votes on motions that are introduced first in its committees. No motion that dies in the committee can be brought to the Care Council for a vote.  

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT


	Aubrey Arnold notified the Council that the FY 2016/2017 grant application was submitted successfully. He thanked the writing team and reviewers for their time. The grant request is for $10.7 million. He noted that he had a call with the area’s Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) Project Officer earlier in the morning and she will be going on maternity leave. Dan Baker will temporarily be assigned to the area. Aubrey mentioned that the next Part A provider meeting will be held on Friday, November 13th and will cover the upcoming database transition to E2 Hillsborough.    

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Demarcus Holden told the group that data completeness in the Part B data system for area providers is at 95%. Part B will begin to monitor their contract sites and will be completed by February. ADAP plans have been reviewed by the Department of Health and they will continue to use the same three marketplace plans as last year. The premiums for the plans have increased.

	COMMITTEE REPORTS

	A. Resource Prioritization and Allocation Recommendations Committee (RPARC) – Nolan Finn, Chair

David Cavalleri presented the Part A Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism (AAM) report to the group. Members reviewed the report and discussed the old provider claims process as well as the new provider claims process.  The RPARC committee recommended that the Care Council members accept the report.  K. Gutierrez seconded the motion. A roll call vote was taken and all members approved the report.  David provided a Quality Management (QM) update and noted that the new client satisfaction surveys will begin going out the following week. Surveys can be sent back to him year-round. 
Nolan Finn presented the RPARC report. The committee met on October 8, 2015. The committee discussed the AAM report, reviewed Part A expenditures as well as the following background information regarding reallocation. The current Part A allocation for AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance (Local) provides both “wrap around” services and a “bridge” for those eligible clients who are waiting for ADAP approval. The Eligible Metropolitan Area (EMA) has been advised recently by HRSA that current allocations and services provided do not completely meet the definition for an AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance Program or Local Pharmacy Assistance Program (LPAP) and therefore a portion of the existing allocation needs to be revised to be in compliance.

A solution for the issue (which HRSA suggested) is to create two different categories for the pharmacy program:

• The AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance (Local) will continue to support

pharmaceuticals that are not covered by the ADAP formulary, which includes medications for other co-occurring conditions such as hypertension, high cholesterol, etc.
• The Emergency Financial Assistance (EFA) category will cover ADAP

medications only, for those eligible clients who have been approved for ADAP and are still in the waiting period, which will serve as a “bridge” program in the manner it has historically.

The current allocation is $1,011,230. The following allocations for these two categories (defined above) were determined through analysis of utilization data by the provider. The revisions would not be effective until FY 16-17, which will commence March 1, 2016.

D. Membership -  Ginger Rockey-Johnson, Chair  
The committee met on October 19th with 5 members present and 2 guests. The group discussed the retreat. The next meeting will be held on November 16th at METRO in Tampa. 
E.   Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Jim Roth, Chair 
The committee met on October 8th with 6 members and 2 guests present. The group discussed the integrated plan as well as the following background regarding reprioritizing service priorities.  
The Planning and Evaluation Committee sets service priorities based on information in the Needs Assessment.  The EMA has been advised recently by Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) that current services provided under the AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance Program or Local Pharmacy Assistance Program (LPAP) do not completely meet the definition of a LPAP. ADAP medications (HIV-specific medications) should be categorized as Emergency Financial Assistance (EFA). 

After reviewing this information, the recommended updated service priority rankings for the 2015-2016 funding cycle are included.  Care Council is reminded that priority rankings do not necessarily correlate directly with funding allocations.  Actual allocations are made by the RPARC and other sources of funding are considered in the process. 

The committee recommends that the Care Council members adopt the following recommendation:
