	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for July 17, 2014 were approved with no changes via email vote to achieve quorum (M: Friegel; S: Roth).


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	Kirsty Gutierrez gave the report for the Care Council meeting held on September 4, 2014 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County. 

Aubrey Arnold reported that a draft of the Part A grant application has been completed and the final application should be submitted before the 9/19 due date. This year the Grantee’s office is asking for a 5% increase, which would make the award amount approximately $10.4 million. Aubrey thanked Ashely Richards and Lisa Nugent for their hard work. 

The Request for Applications process is going on. The deadline for proposals passed. Applications were received for all categories, except one, and are being reviewed by review teams. Scoring will take place on September 9th and awards will be announced later that day. 

Aubrey discussed a recent meeting held in Orlando of statewide Ryan White representatives and ADAP. A second meeting is anticipated in October to continue coordination for Parts A and B and wrap around with ADAP and Affordable Care Act plans. 

Demarcus Holden announced that the Lead Agency has been working on contract monitoring. They are planning to extend contracts with providers to be in line with the RW fiscal year. A Request for Applications (RFA) is expected to be awarded in December. The RFA will be for medical case management and non-medical case management for approximately $850,000. These are not new monies and contracts will begin on April 1, 2015. Members asked questions about the application process, scoring team, and differences from last RFP process. Demarcus indicated that they will be putting together the scoring team and members do not need to be DOH employees. The Lead Agency will update the RPARC at their next meeting. 

Membership committee brought forth motions for one membership removal, two new voting memberships and two voting member renewals. All motions were passed by acclimation. 



	ELECTION OF CHAIR AND CO-CHAIR
	The current Chair and Co-Chair (Barry Rodwick and Priya Rajkumar) were reelected for another term by acclimation. The motion passed via email vote to achieve quorum. 

	MEETING TIME, DAY, AND LOCATION
	Members discussed meeting specifics. Jim Roth made a motion to change meetings from every other month to quarterly on the third Thursday of the month (M: Roth; S: Friegel). The motion passed by email vote to achieve quorum. 



	COMMITTEE WORK PLAN 2014-2015
	The committee discussed the work plan for the upcoming year. Minor changes were made to due dates and some updated language. A motion was made to accept the work plan with the stated changes (M: Roth; S: Friegel). The motion passed by email vote to achieve quorum. 



	2014 PROVIDER SURVEY
	David Cavalleri, the QM consultant, discussed the Provider Survey via conference call. Members and guests went question by question through the 2013 provider survey to update the survey and add/delete questions as necessary. 

Members discussed that the survey is a Quality Management function and not a committee function. Survey findings are shared with the committee in aggregate form. Provider level data is only shared with the grantee and lead agency. 

David agreed to send out the survey with the edits discussed for final revision before the survey is sent to providers. 

	QUALITY MANAGEMENT UPDATE
	David Cavalleri gave a brief overview of the Quality Management meeting held August 22, 2014. The work group met and there was a lengthy discussion about CAREware and issues surrounding the billing process. QM is also working on identifying evaluation measures for HRSA/HAB.
