	Nolan Finn moved the Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism Part A report to A. under Agenda Item IX.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for March 2, 2016 were approved (M: Finn, S: Rockey-Johnson) (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Marty Clemmons thanked the Care Council members who volunteered at Tampa Pride to gain community visibility as well as recruit new members. He also thanked Terri Fitzgerald for her service on the Care Council. Brandi Geoit notified the group that Dr. Rodwick is selling his practice.   

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT


	Aubrey Arnold notified the group that the recipient’s office is closing the FY 2015-2016 grant. The office is working with providers on claims that are being adjusted and making sure everything is paid out in full by May. The new Part A database, E2 Hillsborough, will be implemented in June. Provider training will likely take place the week of May 16th. Part A is still awaiting their final award from HRSA. Aubrey also announced that the Part A office has hired a new Project Manager and is still looking to fill a vacant Accounting position. 

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT

	Demarcus Holden notified the group that the Florida Department of Health has a new Interim Surgeon General, Dr. Celeste Philip. He also announced that the new contract year for Part B began on April 1st. He updated the group on the Part B formulary that was drafted by the State. It has been put on hold. 

	CARE COUNCIL PLANNING STAFF REPORT 
	Samantha Church notified the group that a West Central Florida Ryan White Care Council recruitment video is currently in the editing stage and should be available to view within the next month. All new Care Council members were reminded to stay after the meeting for a New Member Orientation.   


	COMMITTEE REPORTS

	A. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Nolan Finn, Chair 

RPARC met on March 10th and reviewed the Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism (AAM) report as well as expenditure reports and Part B allocation recommendations. RPARC will not meet next month as there are no action items to discuss at this time. 
David Cavalleri presented the AAM report for Part B to the Care Council. It is recommended that the Part B program communicate with the Care Council in advance with regards to allocations and reallocations. A member asked if there is an action plan based on results of the AAM. Part B noted that they are always trying to improve based on recommendations from the AAM. 

Nolan Finn presented the Part A and Part B Expenditure Reports. Both reports are on track for a full spend down.

*New Service: In anticipation of Part B following the guidance that Part A received from HRSA
regarding AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance (Local), the Lead Agency placed funds in the
Emergency Financial Assistance Category as explained below:

® The AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance (Local) will continue to support pharmaceuticals
that gre not covered by the ADAP formulary, which includes medications for other co-
occurring conditions such as hypertension, high cholesterol, etc.

® The Emergency Financial Assistance (EFA) category will cover ADAP medications only, for
those eligible clients who have been approved for ADAP but are still in the waiting
period, which will serve as a “bridge” program in the manner it has historically.

C. Health Services Advisory (HSAC) – Bernice McCoy, Co-Chair 

The committee met on March 17th with 10 people present. The group discussed the Part A and B formulary. Both formularies are currently open. The next meeting will be held on June 16th and the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.

	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES/ QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	Miami and Pinellas are pilot testing sites for providing Hepatitis C medications for ADAP patients. Enrollment has been slow so the program will extend to Hillsborough County.
