	WOMEN/ YOUTH/ CONCERNS/ UPDATES 


	Bernard gave a recap of the International Condom Day event on February 10, 2017. The Ybor Youth Clinic, Metro Wellness, Drug Abuse Comprehensive Coordinating Office, and AIDS Healthcare Foundation collaborated to host a free HIV, STD, and Hep C testing event at the Ybor Youth Clinic. 12-13 youth were tested and there were no positive HIV tests but several tested positive for gonorrhea and chlamydia. 
Bernard also gave an overview of the couples HIV/STD testing and education initiative targeted at youth ages 18-24. Couples interested in testing can be tested in St. Pete at All Children’s Hospital or their clinic on 4th Street South or in Tampa at the Ybor Youth Clinic. 
Members agreed to discuss the Mother’s Day event at the next meeting.
