	ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES
	The minutes for April 27, 2017 were approved (M: Sabella, S: Johnson).


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on May 3, 2017.The meeting was abbreviated for the Membership Committee to hold its Spring training seminar on Cultural Competency and Gender Identity, which was facilitated by Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani.
Members reviewed expenditure reports for Part A and Part B. Staff presented the Eligibility for Care Council Chair and Vice Chair Membership Terms and opened the floor for Chair and Vice Chair nominations.  Official business included: the approval of one new member and the adoption of the Eligible Metropolitan Area (EMA) HIV/AIDS Epidemiology Report. 

	CLIENT/ COMMUNITY INPUT
	Members discussed the gap in dental services in Hernando County. Many clients aren’t getting the message that a new provider will be available soon. Though clients are able to travel to other counties to receive dental services, transportation is an issue. Staff will ask the Recipient to clarify when dental services will resume in Hernando at the next Care Council meeting.
Members had some confusion about PAC eliminating all Medicaid waivers in Florida in January 2018. There is concern that there could be a sudden influx of Ryan White clients at the same time as the expected 16% budget reduction. Members will ask for more information at the next Care Council meeting and report back to the Committee.
Members discussed the current recommendations regarding PrEP. There is concern that with so much emphasis on PrEP, people will stop using condoms consistently, not realizing they may still contract or spread other sexually transmitted infections or may still contract HIV if the medication is not taken correctly. Members discussed the importance of consistent condom use, even for people on PrEP.
