She reminded everyone to get in touch with her if they have any clients who are pregnant or thinking about becoming pregnant as she is the point of contact for case management and coordination. She currently serves Pinellas, Manatee, and West Pasco. Florida is the second state in the nation for perinatal transmission but there have been no babies in Pinellas born positive since 2013. Members talked about perinatal transmission, particularly in African Americans, and discussed the rolls of epigenetics and the effect of racism and discrimination on health outcomes.
