	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on June 7, 2017. Members discussed changes and possible elimination of Project AIDS Care (PAC) waivers. The Recipient discussed the new contract for Hernando County Dental with Premier and informed the Care Council that services would resume with the new provider that day. 

The Membership Committee presented on the elections for Care Council Chair and Co-Chair. Nominations may be accepted up until the July Care Council meeting.

Official business included the approval of one new member.

	CLIENT/ COMMUNITY INPUT
	Members discussed the elimination of PAC Waivers. The PAC Waiver program will be terminated in January 2018. Clients who are eligible will be able to transition to long term care plans. Others may transition to Managed Medical Assistance (MMA) plans. It is uncertain what will happen to clients who are not eligible for these plans. There is concern that a number of new clients will be entering the Ryan White system and putting a strain on resources. One member reported that there are currently 6000 individuals in Florida and 1500 in the Eligible Metropolitan Area (EMA) that are on PAC Waiver. As there are still many uncertainties at this time, members will continue this conversation at Care Council and at the next Community Advisory meeting.
