	ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES

	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on July 5, 2017.  The Recipient announced that the full grant award has been received for the 2017-2018 grant year. There was a small decrease of approximately $8600 from the amount received last year that will be absorbed in administrative costs and will not affect services. The grant application scored in the 90s and had no noted weaknesses. The Recipient announced that he is in the process of securing teams for Part A procurement scoring and that approximately 30 people will be needed.

Care Council members discussed the elimination of Project AIDS Care (PAC) Waiver. Members will continue to discuss this issue as needed at future Care Council meetings. 


Membership presented the current slate for Chair and Vice-Chair nominations and reminded the Care Council that the floor will re-open for nominations prior to the vote at the August meeting.

Official business included the approval of one new member and the removal of two members.


	CLIENT/ COMMUNITY INPUT
	Members discussed upcoming changes to Project AIDS Care (PAC) Waiver. The Agency for Healthcare Administration (ACHA) released a statement saying that the upcoming changes will not reduce or affect recipients' access to Medicaid services. Services providers still have questions about clients who may not be eligible to transition to long term care plans.  Members will continue to participate in the monthly conference calls to learn more. 
Members also discussed changes in funding for Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA).



	ANNOUNCEMENTS
	Members talked about the upcoming Abe Brown Legacy Walk.
