MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Martin Clemmons, Jr., Chair at 1:30 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for June 7, 2017 were approved (M: Guttierez, S: Messier) (15 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Chair, Marty Clemmons, announced that there will be an opening for a Community Advisory Group (CAG) member, for area 5 (Pasco/Pinellas), come September.  The applicant must reside in Pasco or Pinellas, be living with HIV and out about status, as well as a part of the Ryan White Care Council.
Vice-Chair, Brandi Geoit, informed members that the Agency For Health Care Administration (AHCA) has been calling clients and informing them that they will no longer be eligible for Project AIDS Care (PAC) Waivers.  Geoit stated that clients are receiving contradictory information on these calls.  Guest, Adrianne Emanuel, an AHCA representative, was unaware of these phone calls and offered to follow-up with the Council once she looked into the issue. 

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Aubrey Arnold announced receiving the full award for fiscal year 17-18 and that allocations will remain status quo as there was only an $8,000 decrease between this award and the most recent award.  Comments have been received for the grant application, which scored in the 90s, with no weaknesses cited.

A conference call was held last week, with four service providers, to go over e2Hillsborough and to address the electronic claims function of the system.  It is expected that this will be rolled out sometime in July, with more enhancements coming soon, on the clinical side.

Arnold informed the Council that he is in the process of securing teams for Part A procurement scoring and that approximately 30 people will be needed.

	Floyd Egner reported that some general revenue contracts have started and that at the end of Quarter 1, spending is on track.

	COMMITTEE REPORTS
	A. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Pamela Sabella, Chair
The Community Advisory Committee met on June 22, 2017 from 1:30-3:00pm, at Francis House, with 7 people in attendance.  The future of Project AIDS Care (PAC) waivers rolling over to long-term care plans was discussed.
The next CAC meeting will take place on July 27, 2017 from 1:30-3:00pm, at Francis House.

B. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC)

The HSAC meeting took place on June 15, from 1:30-3:00pm, at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
The future of Project AIDS Care (PAC) waivers rolling over to long-term care plans was discussed.  Lead Agency Staff, Demarcus Holden, announced that he is working on a process to request emergency medication.  This is being done to streamline the process as well as allowing for a clear delineation between emergency medication and Local Pharmaceutical Assistance Programs (LPAPs).  He is also working on updating request forms as they are currently outdated.

C.  Membership -  Tonicia Foster-Freeman, Co-Chair   

The Membership Committee met on June 19, from 11:00am – 12:30pm, at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
The Committee reviewed the current slate of nominees and the election process and discussed adding retention and engagement to their workplan.  The Council currently has 25 members and is in need of more members who are Black, Latinx, between the ages of 40-50, residents of Manatee and Pinellas Counties, as well as a Medicaid representative.

	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES / QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	Quality Management met on June 16, at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County from 10:30am – noon and discussed viral suppression rates, syphilis testing, and HIV risk counseling rates.  Time between diagnoses to “in care” was also discussed, with our areas showing success in minimizing this time period.  Members finally discussed test and treat successes and barriers, such as readiness to commit to taking medications.
