	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on June 7, 2017. Members discussed changes and possible elimination of Project AIDS Care (PAC) waivers. The Recipient discussed the new contract for Hernando County Dental with Premier and informed the Care Council that services would resume with the new provider that day. 

The Membership Committee presented on the elections for Care Council Chair and Co-Chair. Nominations may be accepted up until the July Care Council meeting.

Official business included the approval of one new member.

	SPRING LUNCHEON RECAP
	Members discussed the Spring luncheon that took place in May focusing on women over 50. Members were pleased with the attendance of the event, which was larger than expected and drew several clients from Tampa. Members reported that the clients really appreciated the food and flowers and were actively engaged in the discussions. Case managers noted that many clients are still talking about the event and plan to come back next year.
Members noted gaps in knowledge during the table discussions, particularly with the many acronyms and jargon used in the HIV/AIDS field. Members discussed the need for information to be made more accessible. Many meetings, such as the Care Council, can feel inaccessible to clients who are looking to get involved but don’t understand the Ryan White system. Members and guests are always encouraged to speak up and ask questions when they don’t understand but this can be very intimidating.   


	WOMEN/ YOUTH/ CONCERNS/ UPDATES 


	Case managers compared the processes for getting newly diagnosed clients into different programs and who they see first. There seems to be high variability between the processes of different organizations.
