	ADOPTION OF MINUTES


	The minutes for June 22, 2017 were approved (M: Beaver, S: Szelag).  


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on July 5, 2017.  The Recipient announced that the full grant award has been received for the 2017-2018 grant year. There was a small decrease of approximately $8600 from the amount received last year that will be absorbed in administrative costs and will not affect services. The grant application scored in the 90s and had no noted weaknesses. The Recipient announced that he is in the process of securing teams for Part A procurement scoring and that approximately 30 people will be needed.
 Chair, Marty Clemmons, announced that there will be an opening for a Community Advisory Group (CAG) member, for area 5 (Pasco/Pinellas), come September.  The applicant must reside in Pasco or Pinellas, be living with HIV and out about status, as well as a part of the Ryan White Care Council.

Care Council members discussed the elimination of Project AIDS Care (PAC) Waiver. Members will continue to discuss this issue as needed at future Care Council meetings. 


Membership presented the current slate for Chair and Vice-Chair nominations and reminded the Care Council that the floor will re-open for nominations prior to the vote at the August meeting.

Official business included the approval of one new member and the removal of two members.

	WOMEN/ YOUTH/ CONCERNS/ UPDATES 


	Members began planning this year’s fall event and decided on Thursday, November 16th from 6:00-8:00 PM. Members decided the theme will be a game night. Members will reach out to ViiV for a speaker. 
Members from Metro Wellness reported on their Back to School event. There were 57 people in attendance. 
Members discussed the first meeting of World of Women (WOW). WOW is an empowerment group for HIV positive women, their families, women with partners who are HIV positive, and anyone looking to learn more about sexual health. The group is trans-inclusive and open to anyone affected by HIV. Their first social, “PrEP for Life” will be at 6:00 PM on July 27th at Metro Wellness in St. Pete. The group will be starting at the St. Pete location but there may eventually be a Tampa group as well. 

Part D received its grant award. The grant application scored a 97% and secured funding for 3 years.
