	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Charlie Hughes, Chair at 1:30p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for October 4, 2017 were approved (M: Konnerth, S: Messier) (19 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Vice Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, congratulated member, Paula Delgado, for being inducted into the Sister Love 2020 Leading Women’s Society.

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Aubrey Arnold reminded members that November 1 was the first day for enrollment in the insurance marketplace.

Aubrey informed members that the Request For Applications (RFA) process deadline, for proposals, is November 14, 2017.  Almost all services are out for bid; proposals must be submitted to the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC). Schedule information can be found on the Hillsborough County website. Approximately 30 people have been secured for RFA scoring.

Significant enhancements have been made to e2Hillsborough, including an 837 clinical enhancement.

Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program Services Report (RSR) to be released in mid-November for the 2017 year.  By releasing the RSRs as quickly as possible, providers will have more time to review.

The Part A grant application is completed and in the process of being submitted – Aubrey thanked Suncoast Health Council (SHC) staff for all their help, coordination, and writing.  Aubrey thanked SHC staff, Lisa Nugent, for all of her help throughout the process.
Site monitoring is coming along smoothly; providers are currently being contacted and visited.

Aubrey informed members that the upcoming Part A/Part B joint conference, to discuss continual issues with coordinating with one another, to be held in December.

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Floyd Egner reported that delayed invoices, attributed to Hurricane Irma, will make Part B appear to be behind in spending, but to assured members that they are on track.
Floyd informed members that the new contract season is starting for prevention contracts renewal.  Additionally, Floyd let members know that the state has informed Part B that they must spend all their rebate monies before accessing other funding.

	CARE COUNCIL PLANNING STAFF REPORT
	Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani reminded Care Council members that a new member orientation was taking place following the meeting.  Any new member who was unable to attend orientation, was reminded to contact them or Katie Scussel to schedule an orientation.


	COMMITTEE REPORTS
	A. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Vincent Kaborycha, Chair
The Community Advisory Committee met on October 26, 2017 from 1:30-3:00pm, at Francis House.

Chair, Vincent Kaborycha, reported that Chair and Co-Chair elections took place and that he is now the new CAC Chair, with Michael Sodano as the new Co-Chair.
Members discussed the Client Satisfaction Report and noted that there was no input from the Transgender community.  Funding for counties was also discussed, as was the Project AIDS Care (PAC) Waiver.  

Due to the upcoming holiday, members voted to not meet during the month of November.
B. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) – Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, Staff
The Health Services Advisory Committee did not meet during the month of November.
The next HSAC meeting will take place on December 21, 2017 from 1:30-3:00pm, at Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.

C.  Membership -  Tonicia Freeman-Foster, Co-Chair
The Membership Committee met on October 16, 2017, from 11:00am – 12:30pm, at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
Co-Chair, Tonicia Freeman-Foster, reported that the committee did not have quorum at the October meeting, thus elections for a new Chair and Co-Chair did not occur.  Members discussed adding “retention” to their work plan as well as a survey to measure and improve retention of members.
The next Membership meeting will take place on November 20, 2017 from 11:00am – 12:30pm, at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.

D. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Hughes, Member
The Planning and Evaluation committee met on October 12, 2017 from 9:30a-11:00a at Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.  
P&E member, Charlie Hughes, gave the committee report in the absence of Jim Roth (Chair) and Kirsty Gutierrez (Co-Chair).

Members reviewed the service prioritization worksheet and voted to present the service priorities to the Care Council.

The next P&E meeting will take place on November 9, 2017 from 9:30a-11:00a at Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.  

1. Service Prioritization Worksheet 
Care Council members reviewed the Service Prioritization Worksheet and several members had questions related to the prioritization of certain services.  Members, Joyce Johnson and Kayon Henderson, questioned the low priority number of housing, but were reminded by staff that 75% of funding must go to the 10 Core Services and that Support Services, such as housing and other services, must be prioritized after the Core.  

Members questioned the dissemination of the 2016 Client Services Survey, due to the low response rate, and noted that the lack of printed surveys may have presented a barrier to clients who are not computer literate.

The Service Prioritization was approved (M: Konnerth, S: Stephey) (19 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

E. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Dave Konnerth, Chair
The Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations Committee met October 12, 2017 from 9:30a-11:00a at Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater. 
Members elected a new Chair, Dave Konnerth, and new Co-Chair, Nolan Finn.  Members reviewed their work plan and made minor revisions as necessary.
1. Part A Rebate Reallocations
Members reviewed the Part A Rebate Reallocations and discussed that 375 thousand dollars have been received, from the state, and expect to receive 700 thousand dollars next year.  All monies will go to the Emergency Financial Assistance, support service, at Hillsborough County Health Department, with other monies to be diverted to other services. 

The allocation recommendations were approved (M: Sodano, S: Messier) (19 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).
2. Part A Expenditure Report

Members reviewed the Part A Expenditure Report and noted specific line items and current spending rates.

SIOC did not meet during the month of October.
G. Women, Infants, Children, Youth & Families (WICY&F) – Paula Delgado - Chair
The Women, Infants, Children, Youth & Families committee met on October 26, 2017 at EPIC Hospice in St. Petersburg at 10:00am.

Chair, Paula Delgado, informed members that WICY&F did not meet quorum, but used their time together to finalize all plans for the November 16, 2017 Fall Game Night Event, at Metro Wellness Ybor, from 6-8pm.
Due to the upcoming holiday, WICY&F will not meet during the month of November.

	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES / QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	Member, Vincent Kaborycha, questioned the funding available for prevention, substance abuse, and mental health and who to contact for answers to the lack of these services in Pasco County.  Staff reminded Vincent that prevention falls under Part B funding and is outside the auspices of the Care Council and was directed to contact the Pasco County Health Department for more information.


	ANNOUNCEMENTS
	Member, Kayon Henderson, announced that the Mayor’s Holiday Baskets will be distributed again this year and requested that interested members send their name and number to her.  There is no income requirement, the only requirement is that the recipient live within the Tampa City Limits.
Kayon also announced that there is Housing Opportunities for People Living with HIV/AIDS (HOPWA) funding through St. Vincent DePaul, for security deposits, up to 3000 dollars.  This is a one-time assistance opportunity for Tampa residents.
