	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for January 3, 2018 were approved (M: Konnerth, S: Lee) (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Chair, Charlie Hughes, informed members that their questions regarding the Project AIDS Care (PAC) waiver can be answered by calling (877) 254-1055.
Nicole Kish, alternate for Co-Chair Kamaria Laffrey, announced that today is National Black HIV/AIDS Awareness Day.



	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Aubrey Arnold announced that we are approaching the end of the contract year and gave notice to members that a partial grant has been received for FY 18-19. The new contract year begins March 1, 2018 and the Recipient expects the remainder of the grant award sometime in May 2018.  Aubrey presumes about the same overall award as for FY 17-18.

Aubrey went on to announce that e2Hillsborough’s 837 is now launched and live.  There is an accounting position open and the Recipient is currently recruiting to fill the spot.  Part A is wrapping up monitoring, with one provider left for site visits; there have been no significant issues that require corrective action. The Recipient plans to offer a webinar, on program income, for the provider network, sometime in the first half of 2018.


	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	The Lead Agency announced that the 90 day prescription program, through the AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) is going well, but experiencing delays from the Central Pharmacy.  Participation in this program is on a case-by-case basis. There are currently about 650 individuals enrolled in the entire Pinellas ADAP program.  
The Central Office will be conducting monitoring of Part B February 20-22, 2018.Floyd Egner announced that the Lead Agency is in the final stages of monitoring contracts for Part B; provider agency operations are generally outstanding.

Floyd went on to inform members that the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program Services Report (RSR) reporting is due this month for providers and CAREWare data entry, for 2017, should be 100%.  Anyone with questions should call Dedra Richardson at Pinellas County Health Department (727 824-6900 x4653).
There will be a mandatory Part A & B meeting at Pinellas County Health Department on March 27, 2018, with a detailed agenda to come.  Topics will include issues with CAREWare and e2Hillsborough, medical case management and AIDS Education and Training Centers (AETC) trainings, and eligibility determination requirements for case managers.
Toni Ellen Brown is the new Pinellas Linkage Specialist as Dante Ross was promoted to regional representative.  Toni is a Virginia transplant and has Ryan White experience in both California and Virginia.

	PUBLIC POLICY REPORT / COMMUNITY INPUT
	David Cavalleri, Quality Management, announced that of the 5700 People Living With HIV/AIDS (PLWH) surveyed, 96% in the 8 county area have viral loads that are being regularly monitored.  Of those PLWH being monitored, 86.5% are virally suppressed, 92% are being prescribed Anti-Retrovirals (ARV), and 92% are retained in care.  We exceed national averages in all categories.
Aubrey Arnold informed members that there is a one year Part C grant opportunity for $150,000 that the Recipient will be applying for to improve the current Information Technology (IT) infrastructure.  Such improvements include the ability to include more reports in e2Hillsborough as well as to assist in Quality Management (QM) reporting and analytics.



	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES / QUALITY MANAGEMENT

	ANNOUNCEMENTS
	A representative from Napo Pharmaceuticals presented information on Mytesi, an anti-diarrheal medication for PLWH.  Mytesi is covered by Medicaid and Napo is working with ADAP to have the medication added to the formulary.  Mytesi has been added to the ADAP formulary in 17 states already.
Nolan Finn announced that the bi-annual Consumer Advisory Group meeting will be held on April 18, 2018.  The Prevention Planning Group and Patient Care Advisory Group (PPG/PCPG) will be meeting, in Tampa, on April 18-19, 2018.

Ron Weston, a representative for AIDS Healthcare Foundation (AHF), presented information that the 340b program, which allows organizations to purchase prescriptions at a discounted rate, is currently at risk of being removed.  Although this program primarily affects hospitals, there is a concern that other organizations, that employ the use of the 340b program, will eventually be affected as well.

Demarcus Holden announced that today is National Black HIV/AIDS Awareness Day and that there will be an art-related event held at Iberian Rooster at 7:00pm in St. Petersburg.  Demarcus then went on to present statistics regarding current HIV/AIDS disparities within the Black community.
