	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on January 3, 2018. Official business included the approval of one new member and the approval of Part A Reallocations. The meeting was abbreviated to accommodate the biannual member training. The training was facilitated by Peace4Tarpon and covered trauma-informed care.

	COMMITTEE WORK PLAN

	The committee reviewed the changes to the work plan. 

Members discussed the provision that a member from the Women, Infants, Children, Youth, and Families (WICY&F) Committee serve as a liaison to Planning and Evaluation (P&E) and Resource Prioritization and Allocation Recommendations Committee (RPARC). Marylin Merida and Lisa Conder are current members of both P&E and RPARC but were not present. Members would like to hear about the P&E and RPARC meetings each month. 
Members discussed issues related to recruitment. Members would like to have more consumers present at the table, however, it can be difficult to keep people engaged. Members discussed having individual members invite clients to meetings and helping them understand the material.
