	CHANGES TO AGENDA
	There were no changes to the agenda. 

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES


	The minutes for January 25, 2018 were tabled as the committee did not have quorum.


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on February 7, 2018. There were no action items. The Recipient, Aubrey Arnold, announced that a partial grant has been received for FY 18-19. The Recipient expects to receive notice of the full award amount in May.  Aubrey went on to announce that e2Hillsborough’s 837 is now launched and live.  

The Lead Agency announced that the 90 day prescription program, through the AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) is going well, but experiencing delays from the Central Pharmacy.  Floyd Egner announced that the Lead Agency is in the final stages of monitoring for Part B.  

There will be a mandatory Part A & B meeting at Pinellas County Health Department on March 27, 2018, with a detailed agenda to come.  Topics will include issues with CAREWare and e2Hillsborough, medical case management and AIDS Education and Training Centers (AETC) trainings, and eligibility determination requirements for case managers.

A representative from AIDS Healthcare Foundation attended Care Council to talk about the importance of maintaining the 340b program.  

Additionally, David Cavalleri presented the Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism (AAM) to members, during the meeting.


	MOMENT OF INSPIRATION
	The committee members remembered those affected by the recent Parkland shooting and others affected by gun violence. 


	WOMEN/ YOUTH/ CONCERNS/ UPDATES 


	Members noted that they are seeing an increase in new positives among young men who have sex with men (MSM). One member noted that she is seeing a new case in this demographic about once per week. Members discussed the lack of comprehensive sexual education in schools. Many sexual education programs only address heterosexual sex. 

Members had a discussion about mental health and HIV. Members from Family AIDS Network (FAN) noted that they are seeing an increase of women who have been positive for several years reengaging in care. Members speculated that this increase could be due to the increased emphasis on mental health care. Members discussed cultural barriers in working with minority women with mental health issues and the importance of destigmatizing medication. Members also discussed the importance of providers’ taking care of their own mental health as their jobs can take a toll on their own wellbeing.
