	CHANGES TO AGENDA

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES


	The minutes for January 25, 2018 and February 22, 2018 were approved (M: Beaver, S: Laffrey).


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on March 7, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County. There were no action items on the agenda. 
The Recipient announced that the Part A grant has been closed out as of February 28th. The Part B grant will be closed at the end of March.  Quarterly Expenditure Reports were reviewed and showed that Part A closed at about 98% spent. Recipient staff announced that they will be applying for a Part C grant for data improvements to e2Hillsborough. 
Additionally, the Care Council recognized National Week of Prayer for the Healing of AIDS and National Women & Girls HIV Awareness Day. 
The next Care Council meeting will be on April 4, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.


	MOMENT OF INSPIRATION
	Members noted that they have seen several recent deaths of long term survivors. The committee remembered those who have passed away from AIDS.

	MOTHER’S DAY EVENT, SPRING 2018


	Members discussed the upcoming spring event. The event will be held on May 10th in Tampa. Members will look into reserving space at WellCare on Florida Avenue. Expected attendance will be approximately 50-60 people. The event will be structured and informational but fun. Members would like several people to share testimonies of their experiences with HIV. There will also be information on available services. Staff will reach out to a Care Council member from HOPWA to see if they are available to bring information on housing services.


	WOMEN/ YOUTH/ CONCERNS/ UPDATES 


	Members noted that many young adults seem interested in opportunities to get involved in HIV/AIDS advocacy but that it can be intimidating. Members discussed the need for more support for young adults in the 25-30 age range. Young adults who age out of youth programs can have some difficulty transitioning into adult care. Clients in this age range may need more support. 
A member expressed difficulty getting birth control for Ryan White clients. Clients are able to get birth control pills through the health department but would like other options such as Nexplanon, Depo Provera, or IUDs. 

The committee has been asked by the Planning and Evaluation committee to develop a focus group question guide for Black and Hispanic youth ages 13-24. The committee will discuss the guide at the next meeting.
