MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Charlie Hughes, Chair, at 1:3 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for April 4, 2018 were approved (M: Gutierrez, S: Johnson) (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	None.

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Recipient, Aubrey Arnold, informed the Council that the Notice of Grant Award is 10.2 million dollars with a very minor decrease from last year’s funding award, but this decrease will not affect services.  Supplemental funds as well as Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) funds were increased.  We received the scoring comments for this year’s grant application with 97 points achieved with no weaknesses cited.

The Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) has been announced for funding year 2019-2020, with a deadline set in September 2018.  Aubrey thanked the Suncoast Health Council for their assistance in writing the grant application.

Hurricane season is upon us and Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners is being trained for shelter duty and emergency preparedness. 

There will be a Case Managers training, at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County, on June 21, 2018 from 1:00 p.m. – 3:00 p.m. covering all of Tampa Bay.  This training will focus on changes and the latest information on the Affordable Care Act (ACA) and open enrollment.
The annual progress report has been submitted to the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) with improvement in Test and Treat noted.  Turnaround time has decreased from 6 days to 1 day to link persons to HIV medical care.  Suppression rates are going up and care in the area is exceptional.

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	The Lead Agency, represented by Floyd Egner, reported that the new HIV/AIDS Program Coordinator (HAPC), for Area 5, is Darius Lightsey and he will be starting in within the next month or so.
Floyd announced that we are at the end of the State fiscal year, with general revenue contracts closing out June 30.  

There is a press release for National HIV Testing Day, June 27 has been announced.  The Department of Health, along with local partners, will be offering free HIV testing at Walgreens in downtown St. Petersburg.

Finally, a successful Clinical Quality Management workshop was held on the May 22 and 23 in Tallahassee.

	CARE COUNCIL PLANNING STAFF REPORT
	Naomi, Planning Manager, informed members that the Spring Membership Training will be held upon the adjournment of this meeting.  They went on to thank those who have filled out the Part A Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism (AAM) Care Council/ Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) surveys are still active as well as the Part A AAM Provider survey.  David Cavalleri has requested members to fill these surveys out as he would like to close them out by the middle of June, if at all possible.

The Membership Committee met on May 21, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
Members discussed that the Care Council is in need of more men, Latinx individuals, person 40-50 years old, and those living in Pinellas, Hardee, Highlands, and Manatee Counties.

E. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Nolan Finn, Co-Chair
RPARC met on May 10, 2018 at the Suncoast Hospice.  David Cavalleri presented the Part A Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism (AAM) and members reviewed Part A and Part B expenditure reports.
There will be no meeting held in June; members will reconvene on July 12, 2018.

1. Part A Expenditure Report

Members reviewed the Part A Expenditure Report and noted that the grant award was well spent with only 150 thousand dollars left out of 10.2 million.  Monies left over were largely in part due to gaps in administrative employment.

2. Part B Expenditure Report

Members reviewed the Part B Expenditure Report and noted that not all money is accounted for, at this time, because of the fiscal year shut-out.  There is only about 1 thousand dollars leftover.  General revenue contracts will begin July 1, 2018.
