	ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES
	The minutes for March 22, 2018 were approved (M: Sabella, S: Kaborycha). 


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	The Care Council met on May 2, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County. Action items included the nomination of one new member.

Care Council Chair, Charlie Hughes, mentioned the need for more members from outlying counties and let Care Council members know he had reached out to contacts at the health departments for recruitment. 

The Recipient is still awaiting the final Part A award, although the Recipient was assured that we will be receiving the full award by the end of May.  It is assumed that the total amount will be approximately 10.5 million dollars.  Aubrey also stated that he attended the Patient Care Prevention Planning Group (PCPPG) meeting on April 18 and 19, 2018 serving as the Part A representative for the state of Florida.  This role will last for about 2 years.

There will be an updated policy and procedures manual for Quality Assurance and will be posted on the Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners (HCBOCC) website when completed.

The Lead Agency, represented by Floyd Egner, reported that all Part B contracts, for the Ryan White fiscal year ended March 31, 2018 and are being closed out with 99.94 percent expended, with only 1,020 dollars remaining unspent, from a total of 1,701,916 dollars.  A year-end report will be reviewed in RPARC next week and will be presented to the Council in June.  

The next Care Council meeting is Wednesday, June 6th at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County. 


	CO-CHAIR ELECTION
	Pam Sabella was nominated as Co-Chair (M: Kaborycha, S: Johnson). Pam accepted the nomination. The motion passed with acclamation. 



	WORKPLAN REVIEW
	Members reviewed the committee work plan. Members discussed changing the committee meeting time to make it easier for clients from Francis House to attend. A morning meeting would be better as most clients leave shortly after lunch. The committee would have to move its meeting to a different day as the Women, Infants, Children, Youth, and Families Committee has their meeting in the morning on the fourth Thursday of the month. The committee will discuss the meeting time further in September at the start of the new Care Council year.

 

	CLIENT/ COMMUNITY INPUT
	Members wanted to know how many people have gone through the Ryan White eligibility process but are not currently receiving services. Staff can bring this data to the next committee meeting to review. Members wanted to know the purpose of continuing to sign up for eligibility if not receiving services. Member discussed if there were better ways to make people living with HIV aware of the services that are available.
Members discussed service availability in Pasco County. Members expressed a need for better mental health services in Pasco. 

Members discussed issued related to private insurance. Members are frustrated with not being able to keep their doctors when they change insurance plans or when doctors have to stop taking patients with certain types of insurance. These issues are outside of the Ryan White system but affect HIV clients.
