Part D/Family AIDS Network (FAN) held focus groups on mobile health and the use of technology in healthcare to find funding for developing a medication adherence application.  Both focus groups had a great turnout and hope that the application will not only remind clients to take their medication, but will also decrease HIV/AIDS related internalized stigma as well.  Stigma deters many clients from using such programs.

A successful National HIV Testing Day event was hosted by the Ybor Youth clinic (YYC) and Metro Wellness, in both Tampa and St. Petersburg.  These events had the best turnout since World AIDS Day (WAD) events with 150 participants in attendance. There were no positive or reactive test results.
