Arnold went on to stress the important of attending meetings – Care Council work is done at the committee level. Without consistent participation we cannot function.


	CLIENT/ COMMUNITY INPUT
	The HIV/AIDS Program Coordinator (HAPC) position in Polk County is currently vacant. The Florida Department of Health in Polk County is currently in the hiring process for the new HAPC. Kamaria Laffrey reported that HIV advocates like herself are hoping to build a positive relationship with the new HAPC and to build trust between the HAPC and the community in Polk.

Members discussed services in Pasco County. Members feel there is a need for more communication and collaboration between providers in the county and less competition. 
Members discussed hospice. Members have had friends whose HIV medications were discontinued during hospice care. Members discussed the reasons for staying on HIV medications or discontinuing them while on hospice. 

Members discussed the Ryan White Part A procurement process. One Member has made a contact with a dental provider that would like to start seeing Ryan White clients. Members would like to see dental services expanded.
