	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting was called to order at 1:40 PM by Vincent Kaborycha, Chair.

	CHANGES TO AGENDA

	ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES
	The minutes for August 23, 2018 were approved (M: Kaborycha, S: Stephey). 


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	Aubrey Arnold informed Care Council members that two abstracts were accepted to be presented at the Ryan White National Conference.  One is entitled, “Using Data, Automation, and Process Improvement to Increase Viral Load Suppression” and the other is, “Saving Time and Money With Automated Fiscal Management”.  David Cavalleri will be sitting on a panel for the first presentation.

Procurement is coming up and the Request for Applications (RFA) will be released later this month, at which time the RFA will be communicated to the public.

A new project officer, Michael Carrigan, has been assigned to Part A.  Michael comes to us from Part C and has previously worked for the Part A Recipient in Washington D.C.  

The Part A grant application is currently in the internal review stage and is due on September 21, 2018.  We are ahead of schedule and are requesting 10.7 million dollars from the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA).

Aubrey also announced that the program income provider training, held August 31, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County, was successful and well attended.  There will be another training held before the end of the calendar year.

Floyd Egner announced that Part B’s first quarter of the fiscal year is complete.  Contracts are performing as expected and are on-track for complete spend-out.  Outpatient/Ambulatory services are running slightly ahead of track.  General Revenue (GR) contracts began July 1, 2018 and are also on-track.

There will be no AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) rebate dollars available to our area this year.  Rebate funds are being directed to enhancements for Central Pharmacy.

Finally, the revised bylaws are currently sitting for 30 days before being voted on and adopted.



	MEETING LOCATION, DATE, & TIME
	Members asked guests to share how they heard about the Community Advisory Committee and what made them come to the meeting that day.

Members discussed having a floating location that moves locations in order to reach clients in outlying counties, particularly Pasco, Hernando, and Polk. Having a meeting location that changes every month may make it difficult to maintain quorum for voting items. The committee will have two traveling meetings in the 2018-2019 year, one in Pasco and one in Polk. Members talked about possibly planning the meeting times around local events in the area to gather interest. Members will discuss dates and possible meeting locations for the Pasco and Polk meetings at the next meeting.
The committee voted to keep the meeting location, date, and time the same for all meetings in Hillsborough County and to move one meeting to Pasco County and one meeting to Polk County in 2019 (M: Stephey, S: Kaborycha).



	ELECTION OF CHAIR AND CO-CHAIR
	Vincent Kaborycha was nominated as Chair and Michael Dunn was nominated as Co-Chair (M: Stephey, S: Johnson). Vincent and Michael accepted the nominations. The motion passed by acclamation. 


	COMMITTEE WORK PLAN 2018-2019
	Members reviewed the Committee Work Plan and suggested some changes in the language and formatting. Members decided to table the Work Plan until the next meeting because they would like to spend more time coming up with more specific action steps to accomplish the goals listed in the plan. 


	CLIENT/ COMMUNITY INPUT
	Members discussed the different surveys used in the area. The Ryan White Client Satisfaction Survey is used to evaluate client satisfaction with the Ryan White service providers in the area. It is a function of Quality Management and is available for clients to fill out on an ongoing basis, whenever they visit their provider. The Community Advisory Committee reviews the results of this survey on a regular basis. The Patient Needs Assessment Survey is a statewide survey collected every three years by the Florida Department of Health, HIV/AIDS Section to capture the needs of PLWH from around the state. There is a Needs Assessment Committee that helps develop the questions and plans the distribution of the survey. While our local area participates in this survey, it is not under the control of the Care Council.
Members discussed the difference between the Consumer Advisory Group (CAG) and this committee, the Community Advisory Committee (CAC). CAG is a statewide planning group with members from each area in the state that work on statewide HIV planning. CAC is a committee of the West Central Florida Ryan White Care Council that addresses Ryan White client issues in the eight county service area covering Hillsborough, Hernando, Pinellas, Pasco, Highlands, Hardee, Polk, and Manatee Counties.
Members and guests discussed the number of acronyms used at meetings in the HIV community and how the use of acronyms can be confusing and intimidating for newcomers. Lists of acronyms commonly used at Care Council meetings are available in the Care Council brochure, the new member orientation folder, and in the bylaws. Staff will bring a list of acronyms to the next meeting. 

A member would like to know how many people have completed the Ryan White eligibility process but are not currently receiving services. Staff can request the service utilization data from the Recipient and bring it to the next meeting. Members would like to see it broken down by county, if possible.

Guests shared information with the committee on ZERO Pinellas, an initiative in Pinellas County to serve people who have fallen out of care through expanded testing, treatment, and PrEP services. The project is a collaboration between six organizations throughout Pinellas County and will run for three years.
