MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Kamaria Laffrey, Vice-Chair, at 1:32 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for June 6, 2018 were approved (M: Finn, S: Molnar) (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Vice-Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, explained that the Patient Care Planning Group (PCPG) representative and alternate are elected by the Care Council. The terms are for two years. The elected representative is expected to attend two meetings (locally) per year and participate in monthly work group conference calls.  
Laffrey then opened the floor for nominations of the representative and alternate, to be voted on by the Care Council. 

Nolan Finn nominated himself for the representative and as well as Charlie Hughes to serve as the alternate.

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Aubrey Arnold announced that we are in the midst of the FY 2018-2019 grant writing process.
E2Hillsborough enhancements are coming soon, but are still in the testing phase.

There will be a site visit from the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) in the spring of 2019.  This will be the first visit since 2013.

A new Project Officer will be assigned to Part A soon as Tempestt departed in July.

Aubrey went on to stress the important of attending meetings – Care Council work is done at the committee level.  The responsibility of being engaged and participating is not advocacy work in the sense that that members will not be leading or participating in demonstrations or marches.  This is quiet work that happens behind the scenes and is vital to patient care funds as they are prioritized in these committees.  We need to make sure that we are allocating funds appropriately to the thousands of People Living With HIV (PLWH) in our community who depend on these funds for their basic medical needs.  Without consistent participation we cannot function.

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	New Lead Agency staff, Darius Lightsey, introduced himself and informed members that he was sitting in Floyd Egner’s stead.
Hiring is happening at the Department of Health level and in-house training is taking place at this time, for current staff.

	CARE COUNCIL PLANNING STAFF REPORT
	Naomi, Planning Manager, reminded Care Council members that they are only allowed 3 absences for Care Council and may send an alternate up to 3 times in their stead.  Excused absences will be considered on a case-to-care basis, dependent on member hospitalization or a death in the family.
Members of committees are only allowed 3 absences with no excused absences offered.  Alternates cannot be sent in place of members of committees.  Several committees have no met quorum and as a result are unable to vote on action items on their agenda. Staff reminded members that it is of the utmost importance that members attend and commit to these committees, as this is where much of the work of Care Council is being done.  Care Council members, who are not voting members of a committee, are required to become a member of at least one committee.  The Community Advisory Committee is in need of new voting members as it is currently functioning on the presence of 1-2 members.  This same sentiment goes for the Membership Committee.  The work to be done, for these committees, cannot be executed in an efficient manner without members to do so.

Naomi reminded Care Council members that upon the adjournment of the meeting, the new membership orientation will begin.  Staff requested that Care Council members exit the room in a timely manner if they will not be attending the orientation and to remain in the room if they have RSVPed.

	COMMITTEE REPORTS
	A. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Kamaria Laffrey, Member

CAC did not make quorum for the June 28, 2018 or July 26, 2018 meetings and were called as a result.

The next CAC meeting will take place on August 23, 2018 at 1:30pm at the Francis House.

B. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) – Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, Staff

The Health Services Advisory Committee met on June 21, 2018 and members discussed formulary issues specific to birth control options for Ryan White clients.
The next Health Services Advisory Committee will meet September 20, 2018 at 1:30pm and is tentatively scheduled to meet at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.

C.  Membership -  Tonicia Freeman-Foster, Vice-Chair

The Membership Committee met on July 16, 2018 at the Francis House.
Members discussed the need for more Care Council members that represent Black and Hispanic populations, those in their twenties and forties, and representation from Pinellas and Manatee Counties.  Members also discussed the fall leadership event that will take place in December.

Members reviewed the Ryan White membership dashboard, year-at-a-glance as well as monthly demographics.  Members determined that they would review these reports quarterly.

	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES / QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	Area 5, 6, and 14 PCPPG members met on July 19th and voted on new prevention representatives.

	ANNOUNCEMENTS
	Kim Molnar announced that prevention and patient care representatives were voted on, but are still looking to fill the PLWH and substance use seats.  The next PCPPG meeting will take place in the Westshore area on November 7-9, 2018 and the Consumer Advisory Group (CAG) will meet the morning of November 7, 2018.  She went on to mention that the AIDS Institute is currently working on an HIV and Aging video project and are recruiting PLWH women in their fifties.  They will be recorded and compensated with a $100 gift card to one of several local chain stores.
Kahlil Hall, from Positively U, announced an upcoming Self Care course that will be held on August 9, 2018.  There will be a chat event held on August 23, 2018 at noon.

Pam Sabella announced her resignation from the Care Council due to an upcoming move.
