	ADOPTION OF MINUTES


	The minutes for August 23, 2018 were approved (M: Szelag, S: Beaver).  


	CARE COUNCIL REPORT
	Aubrey Arnold informed Care Council members that two abstracts were accepted to be presented at the Ryan White National Conference.  One is entitled, “Using Data, Automation, and Process Improvement to Increase Viral Load Suppression” and the other is, “Saving Time and Money With Automated Fiscal Management”.  David Cavalleri will be sitting on a panel for the first presentation.

Procurement is coming up and the Request for Applications (RFA) will be released later this month, at which time the RFA will be communicated to the public.

A new project officer, Michael Carrigan, has been assigned to Part A.  Michael comes to us from Part C and has previously worked for the Part A Recipient in Washington D.C.  

The Part A grant application is currently in the internal review stage and is due on September 21, 2018.  We are ahead of schedule and are requesting 10.7 million dollars from the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA).

Aubrey also announced that the program income provider training, held August 31, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County, was successful and well attended.  There will be another training held before the end of the calendar year.

Floyd Egner announced that Part B’s first quarter of the fiscal year is complete.  Contracts are performing as expected and are on-track for complete spend-out.  Outpatient/Ambulatory services are running slightly ahead of track.  General Revenue (GR) contracts began July 1, 2018 and are also on-track.

There will be no AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) rebate dollars available to our area this year.  Rebate funds are being directed to enhancements for Central Pharmacy.

Finally, the revised bylaws are currently sitting for 30 days before being voted on and adopted.




	MOMENT OF INSPIRATION
	Members acknowledged the passing of a committee member’s father and the anniversaries of the passing of other member’s parents. 
A few clients have also passed away recently from AIDS-related complications. These members will be on the AIDS Memorial Quilt for our area. The current quiltmaker is retiring so our area will be looking for a new quiltmaker to take over within the next year. Member Kamaria Laffrey recently connected with someone at Positive Living that makes quilts for another area in Florida.
Members reflected on those who have come before them and expressed their gratitude for them, acknowledging that they are alive because of their fight. Providers expressed that it is an honor and a privilege to be part of this community and to be trusted to share in and witness the experiences of people living with HIV.


	MHEALTH FOCUS GROUP RESULTS

	Family AIDS Network (FAN) held focus groups on mobile health and the use of technology in healthcare in preparation for an upcoming grant proposal for aging in women with HIV. The focus groups aimed to capture how much older women know about technology and their willingness to use it to manage their health. Barbara Szelag and Marylin Merida presented on the findings. They found that many are cautious to use apps related to HIV, fearing that their privacy could be compromised. Participants had a willingness and desire to learn more to become tech savvy. 

Members discussed the impact of stigma, particularly in women aging with HIV. Clients will often not tell their family members that they are living with HIV, even when their family may be able to provide support to them. Sometimes multiple members of a family are positive but don’t know about each other because they are afraid to tell each other.
