MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Charlie Hughes, Chair, at 1:30 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for September 5, 2018 were approved (M: Gutierrez, S: Finn) (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Chair, Charlie Hughes, announced that there will be an emergency phone alert taking place at 2:18 p.m. and asked members to silence their phones ahead of time.  Charlie informed members that he has been speaking with people from Pasco and Manatee Counties in the hopes that they will join Care Council.

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Aubrey Arnold informed Care Council members that the procurement Request for Applications (RFA) was released mid-September.  Three services are up for bid: Hernando County ambulatory, quality management (QM), and Planning Council Support.  The deadline for submission is November 13, 2018.  The scoring will take place on November 27, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.  The award announcement will be released on November 29, 2018.  The pre-bid conference has already been held and was well attended.

Two presentations were accepted for the Ryan White conference held in December.  Preparation for the presentations is running smoothly and they will soon be ready to submit their final product.  This is the very first time that the Tampa/St.Petersburg Eligible Metropolitan Area (EMA) will be presented at a national level.

The Part A application was submitted September 14, 2018 ahead of schedule.  The total grant award announcement will take place in February or mid-March.  Part A does not anticipate budget cuts for this upcoming year.  Carryover funds in the amount of $156,000 have been approved to be invested in direct care services.  Recommendations will go to RPARC.

On-site monitoring for providers are currently being conducted and will continue through February.  The monitoring will ensure that providers are consistent with federal standards and state requirements.


	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Floyd Egner reminded members that a year ago the state was still assessing damage from Hurricane Irma.  This year they are assessing the damage to their air conditioning bills as a result of the hottest September ever recorded in Tampa Bay.
Contract Manager, Leslie Hansas, will be retiring in December.  Her position will be opening at that time and will be posted in PeopleFirst next week.

There will be an all-staff in-service on Monday, October 15, 2018.  Pinellas County Health Department (PCHD) will be closed for the entirety of the day.

Planning is currently underway for World AIDS Day, December 1, 2018. PCHD is planning an event on November 30, 2018 for the occasion. HIV Testing will be available at all PCHD locations.  Location and time are to be decided at this time.

Contract monitoring is about half way complete with very few serious problems found.  Contracts are currently on track and look to be headed towards 100% spend-out.

	COMMITTEE REPORTS
	A. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Vincent Kaborycha, Member

CAC met on September 27, 2018 at Francis House.

Topics discussed were the possibility of floating committee meeting locations.  They were granted two days, next year, to move meeting locations.
Elections were held and Vincent will continue to be Chair, with Dr. Michael Dunn serving as Co-Chair.

Their workplan was tabled as they plan to take a closer look before finalizing their plans.

The next CAC meeting will be held on October 25, 2018 at the Francis House.

B. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) – Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, Staff

HSAC met on September 20, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
Topics discussed were birth control (receiving a waiver approval from HRSA to continue providing birth control under the formulary), the Ryan White mental health grant and the Minimum Standards of Care for Medical Nutrition Therapy.

The next HSAC meeting will take place on December 20, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.

C.  Membership -  Tonicia Freeman-Foster, Chair

Membership met on September 17, 2018 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
Members discussed the upcoming December member training; the topic will be on the opioid crisis and how it relates to HIV.  

Elections were held and Tonicia will serve as Chair and Jeffrey Lluberes will serve as Co-Chair.

The next membership meeting will take place on September 17, 2018.
1. Membership Applications

2. Bylaw Revision

The Membership Nominations, Recruitment, and Training Committee conducts a regular review of the bylaws for updates/changes. 

In keeping with our adopted bylaws, the proposed bylaw revision is being provided for a 30 day review at the September meeting and the Care Council will vote on the revisions at the October meeting.

D. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Kirsty Gutierrez, Co-Chair
P&E met on September 13, 2018 at Suncoast Hospice.

P&E reviewed the Minimum Standards of Care (MSOC) and made necessary edits to the document.  Members forwarded the MSOC for Medical Nutrition Therapy to HSAC for review. Voting on the MSOC will take place at the October meeting and will be reviewed and voted on, by the Care Council, at the November meeting.

Elections were held and Kirsty was voted in as Chair and Sheryl Hoolsema will serve as Co-Chair. Members voted to maintain their meeting location until January, at which time they will meet at the St. Petersburg Metro Wellness office.
Members reviewed the integrated plan and discussed information that will be brought to the Patient Care Prevention Planning Group (PCPPG) meeting in November. Kirsty informed the Council that they will no longer need to bring this information to the PCPPG as they are not one of the areas that will be reporting.

The next P&E meeting will take place on October 11, 2018 at Suncoast Hospice.

E. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Dave Konnerth - Chair
RPARC met on September 13, 2018 at Suncoast Hospice.
The committee did not meet quorum, thus elections were tabled until the October RPARC meeting.

Members were informed, by the lead agency, that there will be no AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) rebate dollars coming to our areas this year.

1. Part B Expenditure Report

Members reviewed the Part B expenditure report and noted line items that are under- and over-spent.  They are expending faster for certain line items as Emergency Financial Assistance (EFA) is about 70% spent-out at this time.  Members raised questions in regards to Pasco County funding and funding for oral health services.
The next RPARC meeting will take place on October 11, 2018 at Suncoast Hospice.
F. Standards, Issues, and Operations (SIOC) – Kamaria, Laffrey

SIOC did not meet during the month of September.
G. Women, Infants, Children, Youth & Families (WICY&F) – Bernard Washington

WICY&F met on September 27, 2018 at Suncoast Hospice in St. Petersburg.

Elections were tabled to the October meeting, along with their workplan.  Meeting location will continue to be held at current locations.
Members discussed their Fall event briefly, this event will be held on November 15, 2018 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. at Empath/EPIC and will cover end of life planning.

The next WICY&F meeting will take place on October 25, 2018 at Francis House.


	PUBLIC POLICY REPORT / COMMUNITY INPUT
	Guest, Shaquira Robinson from ZeroPinellas announced their collaboration efforts in Pinellas County, funded by the Foundation for a Healthy St. Pete.  They will be piloting a different Test and Treat model that will include intensive case management.  They are currently looking for locations to conduct outreach.
Kirsty Gutierrez announced that the next PCPPG meeting will be held on November 7 – November 9, 2018 at the Holiday Inn at Tampa Westshore.
