MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Charlie Hughes, Chair, at 1:41 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for December 5, 2018 were approved (M: Devine, S: Gutierrez) (17 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	 Chair, Charlie Hughes, outlined his time spent at the Ryan White Conference this past December. He lauded the extensive poster exhibit and the depth and brevity of the presentations and workshops.

	MOMENT OF SILENCE
	Members took a moment of silence to remember those who have passed from HIV/AIDS and to honor those living with HIV/AIDS.

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Recipient staff, Aubrey Arnold, wished members a happy 2019.
Part A has received a full notice of grant award with a $79,000 increase in the budget, bringing the total award to approximately 10.3 million dollars. All contract values will stay intact and all services will remain on track. Everything is in place for the new fiscal year, beginning in March.

Part A applied for a health information and capacity building grant on January 24, 2019.  This grant award is for $100,000 with the potential for renewal, for a total of $200,000. If awarded, this money will be used to expand e2Hillsborough in order to expand the database’s utility function in order to extract information from electronic medical records to be populated into e2Hillsborough. Award notice is expected in the next several months.
The Hillsborough County Health Care Plan (HCHCP) has eliminated the “3 strikes” rule from the plan, allowing individuals with more than three felonies to apply for the plan. HCHCP has also approved an increase in the maximum income to 138% above the federal poverty line. Vision services have been added to the plan and dental services are expected to be added eventually. Vision services will most likely be provided through Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHCs).

Aubrey went on to address the goal of ending HIV/AIDS by 2030, as outlined in the State of The Union. A press release by the United States Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) responded to this goal by saying that we have a once in a generation chance to end HIV due to new tools in the HIV/AIDS field. Plans are to target 48 areas in the county where HIV/AIDS rates are highest; all Florida Eligible Metropolitan Areas (EMAs) will be targeted. This may mean potential increases in resources for Ryan White and FQHCs.

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Lead Agency staff, Darius Lightsey, informed members that the mandatory Part A and Part B medical case management (MCM) training on January 29, 2019 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County was a great success. The training had outstanding speakers, one of which being Joyce Johnson of the Care Council and Sonya Boyne of AIDS Education Training Center (AETC) of South Florida. Tammy Cuyler of Florida Department of Health offered insight into the AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP). 
High Impact Prevention (HIP) contracts are near execution, although the award process has been slower than anticipated due to being held up in legal. Primary recipients in Area 5 and Area 6 are Metro and EPIC.  He went on to let members know that Pinellas County Health Departments are now offering Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis (PrEP).

The third quarter of the Ryan White Part B fiscal year is complete with contracts performing near expectations, with the exception of Outpatient Ambulatory Health Services (OAHS) in Manatee County running below projections. Adjustments are being made and will be presented to the Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations Committee (RPARC). Medical Case Management and other services are running on track for total spend-out. General Revenue (GR) contracts are running slightly below projections at the end of the 2nd quarter.
Part B Ryan White contract renewals are now in progress; contracts from the 2016 Request for Applications (RFA) were awarded with three renewals, making this the second renewal. The next RFA is anticipated to be released in late 2020; GR contracts are anticipated to be awarded in the same RFA.

	CARE COUNCIL PLANNING STAFF REPORT
	The sad sad news of the passing of Shelley Taylor-Donahue (former HAP-C for Pinellas CHD) was announced to Care Council members. Members took a moment of silence in her honor and memory. The Lead Agency informed members that new Part B State guidelines will be named after her.
Staff reminded members that the next Care Council meeting will be held on March 6, 2019 from 1:30pm- 3:30pm at the Hillsborough County Center, Floor 26th Rooms 26A and 26B, located at 601 E. Kennedy Blvd, Tampa, FL 33602. Members were asked to park in the County Center parking garage as all parking will be validated.

	PCPPG & CAG REPORT
	Member, Nolan Finn, reported that at the Patient Care Prevention Planning Group (PCPPG) meeting Laura Reeves stated that Housing Opportunities for People with AIDS (HOPWA) money is being underutilized and five Florida counties had to have money redirected. HOPWA staff and Care Council member, Kayon Henderson, told members that HOPWA funds are difficult to spend down and are currently offering an increase in funding to all providers. Three year contracts are offered to be strategic in dispersing funds, however no new providers have applied for funding. She went on to tell members that the waitlist for Pasco County never closed so it is believed that there is a disconnect between case management agencies and linking consumers to HOPWA. Members expressed frustration in response to this information as there are many clients seeking housing, but aren’t being referred to HOPWA services.
The 2017 HIV/AIDS statistics were highlighted at the PCPPG meeting and all committees met to discuss stigma. The Integrated Plan was reviewed and attendees were informed that a State monitoring tool is in development to be utilized by local areas.

Finn told members that there is a need for a Consumer Advisory Group (CAG) representative for Hillsborough County. Member, Paula Delgado, has reached out to potential candidates.



	FINAL AAM REPORT
	David Cavalleri presented the final Assessment of the Administrative Mechanism (AAM) report to members and told members that the Recipient received high marks for all parts. The AAM is mandatory for all entities receiving funding to assess how efficient Part A is at adhering to priorities, funding, and perceptions members have in regards to the efficiency of Part A. 
David will be back next month for approval of next year’s methodology.

	COMMITTEE REPORTS
	A. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Vincent Kaborycha, Chair
CAC met on January 24, 2019 at Francis House.

Members discussed having two traveling meetings, one in Pasco and the other in Polk. Finding a meeting location may be difficult due to the amount of stigma there is surrounding HIV in Pasco County. Potential attendees may decide against attending as a result. Aubrey Arnold has offered to assist in finding a place for CAC to convene.

Changes were made to the workplan and have decided to use people-first language within the plan.

Clear Health Alliance was in attendance to talk about their programs and funding opportunities.

One attendee, Janet Kitchen, informed members that Assurance phone plans will be offering cell phones with scholarships available for youth living with HIV/AIDS.
They will meet again on February 28, 2019 at Francis House. 
B. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) – Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, Staff

HSAC met on December 20, 2019 at Francis House.
The committee met quorum and approved minutes from March, June, and September 2018 meetings. The work plan was reviewed and updated according to members’ suggestions. Members discussed increasing membership by reaching out to other providers in the area and in rural counties.

The election of chair and co-chair took place with Peggy Wallace voted in as Chair and Kim Molnar voted in as Co-Chair. Due to the difficulty in establishing membership in the committee, HSAC has decided to change meetings to every other month rather than quarterly.
Next meeting on February 21, 2019 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
C.  Membership -  Tonicia Freeman-Foster, Chair

The Membership Committee last met on December 17, 2018 at Francis House and did not meet in January due to the MLK Jr. holiday.

Members discussed current enrollment in the Care Council and the goal of having 50% of the Care Council membership be People Living with HIV/AIDS (PLWHA).
Members are currently working on updating the new member orientation presentation. Chair, Tonicia Freeman-Foster, reminded Council members that their attendance at leadership trainings is mandatory.

Finally, Tonicia informed Care Council members that there will now be a comment box present at meetings in order for members and guests to ask questions or raise concerns. Staff will address these comments and questions at the following Care Council meeting.
The next meeting is on February 18, 2019 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
D. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Kirsty Gutierrez - Chair

P&E met on January 10, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.

All members were present and focused on the Integrated Plan and how data will be collected and analyzed. A monitoring tool is to be released by the State, but are unsure as to when this will be available.
They will meet again on February 14, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater. 

E. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Nolan Finn – Co-Chair

RPARC met on January 10, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.

Members reviewed the Part B Expenditure Report with information from November 2018 and expect the final report in May 2019. Part A will be presenting their report at the February RPARC meeting.
The Lead Agency informed members that there will be no rebate money this year and that as a result some programs were either consolidated or removed.

Members reviewed the Part B Expenditure Report and highlighted line items in each category, noting that the spend-down will be close to the mark at the close of the year.

Members inquired about overspending in some categories and were assured that General Revenue funds will be used to offset excess funding needs.

The Lead Agency reminded members that Emergency Financial Assistance (EFA) accesses multiple funding streams and is used solely for Anti-Retroviral Therapy (ART).

They will meet again on February 14, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.

F. Standards, Issues, and Operations (SIOC) – Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani - Staff
SIOC did not meet during the month of January.

G. Women, Infants, Children, Youth & Families (WICY&F) – Bernard Washington - Member
WICY&F met on January 24, 2019 at Francis House.

Members discussed their successful Fall event; approximately 60 people attended. This event included a presentation on living wills and end of life wishes.
They will meet again on February 28, 2019 at Metro Inclusive Health’s St. Petersburg office.
