MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Charlie Hughes, Chair, at 1:50 p.m.

	CHANGES TO AGENDA


	Member, Nolan Finn, informed Care Council members that the Part B Reallocations would no longer be presented by the Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations Committee (RPARC) to be voted on by Care Council members as they were no longer relevant for review. An error in Part B billing was resolved and the reallocations are no longer necessary.


	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for February 6, 2019 were approved (M: Devine, S: Gutierrez) (13 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain).

	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Chair, Charlie Hughes, reminded Care Council members that Spring will be arriving in two weeks. Vice-Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, expressed her appreciate for Care Council members by sending her love to all of those in attendance.

	MOMENT OF SILENCE
	Members took a moment of silence to remember those who have passed from HIV/AIDS and to honor those living with HIV/AIDS.

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Aubrey Arnold let Care Council members know that a special study, regarding viral suppression, was conducted by ABT Associates Inc.; this study was completed the end of February, 2019. The study took place in an urban county (Hillsborough) and a rural county (Pasco) in the Eligible Metropolitan Area (EMA).  The study’s final report is expected in a year or so.
A Part A Capacity Building grant application was submitted by our EMA on January 24, 2019. The grant award is $100,000 with potential for a 1 year renewal, for a total of $200,000. If awarded, this grant money will be used to enhance e2Hillsborough to build a system that will allow for Electronic Health Records (HER) to be directly transmitted to e2Hillsborough for system efficiency. The grant application is currently under review and the Recipient hopes to receive results in April 2019. If awarded, the grant will run from September 2019 – August 2020.
The 2019-2020 Fiscal Year contracts are in place and have been submitted to the Hillsborough Board of County Commissioners to be adopted in the County budget on March 6, 2019.

Aubrey Arnold presented an award to Steve Palermo for his positive impact in quality HIV treatment and care. Aubrey went on to tell Care Council members that Steve is a tremendous resource in the HIV/AIDS community. Steve thanks the Care Council for the award and expressed his passion for working in the field.

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Lead Agency staff, Floyd Egner announced that seven Part B contracts will be renewed. These renewals are currently in progress for a total value of $1,707,795. Medical Case Management is the largest single category at $829,129.
He went on to inform Care Council members that the Lead Agency will be moving to a system of electronic routing of digital files during the coming year, beginning April 1, 2019. Electronic files with replace the physical processing of pages of paper.

In closing, Egner wished Lead Agency Staff, Darius Lightsey, a happy birthday.

Care Council members asked Arnold follow-up questions in order to clear any confusion they had. 

	COMMITTEE REPORTS
	A. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Kamaria Laffrey, Members
CAC met on February 28, 2019 at Francis House.

Members decided to test floating meetings beginning with holding the next CAC meeting in Winter Haven. Members feel that moving the Committee’s location will lessen the burden of travel for members with the hopes that this decision will expand attendance in the Committee.

They went on to acknowledge that although the meetings usually take place at Francis House, those individuals who receive services from the House do not attend the CAC meetings. Members have pledged to intentionally invite individuals from the House to future meetings.

A discussion was held in which members felt that funded providers should be added to www.auntbertha.com as a resource for individuals seeking services.

Finally, Positively U announced their expansion to Polk County which will contribute to Case Management services in the area.

They will meet again on March 28, 2019 at Positively U’s Winter Haven office. 
B. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) – Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, Staff

HSAC met on February 21 2019 at Francis House.
During the meeting member, Robert Loy, reported that the Hillsborough County Health Care Plan (HCHCP) will begin its new guidelines on March 15, 2019. The eligibility requirements have been raised to 138% above the Federal Poverty Line (FPL) from 125% above the FPL and the “3 Strikes” rule has been eliminated.

Chair, Peggy Wallace announced that Symtuza is currently on hold statewide due to budgetary issues, although its addition to the formulary has already been approved.

The next meeting will be held on April 18, 2019 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
C.  Membership -  Charlie Hughes, Member
The Membership Committee last met on February 18, 2018 at The Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
Member demographics were reported with Care Council membership currently at 23 members, 43% of which are People Living With HIV.

A membership application was reviewed and the Committee recommended that the applicant attend Care Council and Committee meetings to determine whether membership is a good fit.

The new membership orientation presentation is under review and is in the process of being updates to better educate new members.
The next meeting is on March 18, 2019 at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
D. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Kirsty Gutierrez - Chair

P&E met on February 14, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.

Members reviewed the Integrated Plan and made updates based on data shared by the Department of Health. Specific outcomes and strategies were updated and will continue to be updated in future meetings. A discussion regarding the new State monitoring tool was held and members considered using this potential tool to track local area data.
They will meet again on March 14, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater. 

E. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Nolan Finn – Co-Chair

RPARC met on February 14, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.

Members reviewed the Part A Expenditure Report and Part B Reallocations. A discussion took place among members in regards to the State of the Union and how the plan to end HIV/AIDS in 2030 will potentially impact the EMA.

Co-Chair, Nolan Finn, informed members that the Spring Patient Care Prevention Planning Group (PCPPG) meeting will be held May 14 – 16, 2019.

1. Part A Expenditure Report
Care Council members reviewed the Part A Expenditure Report and asked questions relevant to specific line items, especially in regards to under- and overspending among funded Counties in the EMA. This report accounted for monies spent as of December 18, 2018 as providers have until the end of May to report their final expenditures.

They will meet again on March 14, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in Clearwater.

F. Standards, Issues, and Operations (SIOC) – Kamaria Laffrey, Vice-Chair
SIOC did not meet during the month of February.

G. Women, Infants, Children, Youth & Families (WICY&F) – Kamaria Laffrey - Member
WICY&F met on February 28, 2019 at Francis House.

During the committee’s “Moment of Inspiration” member, Kamaria Laffrey, shared that she was able to empower a woman she met to speak directly with Legislators. Janet Kitchen, of Postively U, shared that she met a woman, diagnosed in 1991, who hasn’t disclosed her status to anyone outside of her provider. Chair, Daphne Dieudonne, closed by telling members how she was able to secure housing for a Person Living With HIV.

Members began planning for their Spring Event, “Petals of Purpose”, that will be held on May 9, 2019 from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m.

They will meet again on March 28, 2019 at Metro Inclusive Health’s St. Petersburg office.


	PUBLIC POLICY REPORT / COMMUNITY INPUT
	Recipient, Aubrey Arnold, announced the upcoming Statewide Consumer Needs Assessment which will be distributed to the consortia and the eight counties in the Total Service Areas. The last Statewide Consumer Needs Assessment took place in 2016 that concluded with the lowest response rate received by the State. Arnold went on to inform the Council of the number of responses received in past Statewide Consumer Needs Assessments with the hopes that the TSA will be able to collect at least 1,000 responses in 2019. Members emphasized the importance of collecting responses in order for the Planning and Evaluation Committee to make responsibly sound Service Priority setting.

	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES / QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	Member, Bernard Washington shared that youth have been having issues with their Medicaid plans since the beginning of the new year. A guest from the State Medicaid Agency suggested that this may be due to rolling out Medical Managed Assistance plans.

	ANNOUNCEMENTS
	Lead Agency Staff, Darius Lightsey, announced that the AIDS Education Training Center’s Annual North Florida HIV Symposium will be held at Metro Inclusive Health on April 26, 2019.
Member, Nolan Finn, announced that the Consumer Advisory Group (CAG) has changed its name to People Living With HIV Advisory Group (PAG). PAG will be looking at inequality in parity of funding at the May 2019 meeting.
Women and Girls National HIV/AIDS Awareness Day is March 10, 2019. Pinellas Planning Partnership, EPIC, and a local Pentecostal Church will be holding an outreach and testing event on March 9, 2019 from 11 a.m. – 1:30 p.m. The Burg Cares will be holding their second annual “My Black is Beautiful” event on March 10, 2019 at the Dr. Carter G. Woodson Museum from 10 a.m. – 5 p.m.
