	Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) Chair, Dave Konnerth, requested the RPARC committee report to be moved** to the beginning of the committee report agenda item as he needed to leave the meeting early. 


	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for October 2, 2019 were approved (M: Szelag, S: Kaborycha) (15 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain)


	MOMENT OF SILENCE
	Vice-Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, thanked members for remembering the late Charlie Hughes, former Chair, who went missing the beginning of August, 2019. She then led members in a moment of silence to honor Hughes and those who have passed, continue to fight, and are vulnerable to HIV/AIDS.

Staff, Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, went on to read memories of Charlie that were shared with them by e-mail, with permission (as written):

Chair, Nolan Finn:  

“I can remember when Charlie first joined the Council and began attending the RPARC meetings.  He had no fear and modeled confidence, in stopping the discussion to have his questions asked and answered.  He was always took the time to make sure he grasped what was being discussed.  I admired him for that.  One thing I already miss is his smile and genuineness. It was a pleasure to know him and to serve with him. He is missed.”

Anonymous Member:  

“Charlie was the one person on the Care Council who would always welcome me with open arms, a warm hug and a big smile. Always a big smile.  If we didn’t touch base before the meeting, he would come up afterwards to say hello and ask how I was doing. 

Sometimes in life there are a few people, you may not speak to them on the phone or hang out with them after work, but you know that no matter what happens you can call them and they will be there for you. Charlie was one of those few.”
Membership Committee Chair, Tonicia Freeman-Foster: 

“Charlie’s smile and unique laugh, always brought a smile to my face. I remember when Charlie first started attending the Care Council and Committee Meetings, he ensured that everyone knew his name, and that it was spelled with an “i-e.”  Charlie had a very generous heart.  He jumped in right away, and volunteered to assist in any way that was needed. 

Charlie and I would always meet up either before or after our meetings, just to say hello.  Charlie would always address me as, “Hey Beautiful.”  He was very observant.  He would always notice if I had done something different with my hair, and would always compliment it. 

Charlie was not afraid to ask questions to gain clarity.  It didn’t matter if it was a Committee Meeting or Care Council Meeting, if he didn’t know, he was going to ask.  During the last two Membership Committee meetings that he attended, we reviewed the bylaws.  Charlie brought in the bylaws that he had reviewed at home.  There were several pages of highlights and notes on his copy, and the revisions seem to go on and on.  When it was his turn to discuss his revisions and questions, Charlie was unbothered by the progressing time and silence in the room. He was determined to get through every single page, even if that meant the review extended over several meetings.  Charlie was authentic and unafraid to be himself.  I valued him as a Care Council Member and as my fellow Committee Member.  I am grateful for the opportunity to have known him!”

Ardjomand-Kermani concluded by inviting members and those in attendance to submit any memories they have of Charlie Hughes that they wish to be shared. These memories will be collected, combined into one document, and e-mailed out to the Care Council e-mail list for members to read at their own discretion.


	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Chair, Nolan Finn, announced that he will be present at the next Florida Comprehensive Planning Network (FCPN) meeting that will be held November 19-21st at the Hyatt Place Wesley Chapel. He went on to note that the new plans for the allocation of Part B’s funds will be discussed.


	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	The Ending the Epidemic (EtE) grant application was submitted October 14, 2019. $4 million was requested, on an annual basis, for a possible total of 5 years. All Part A’s in the state of Florida were chosen as target areas, but we are the only EMA with two counties included in the plan. These funds will run concurrently with Part A funds for the next five years and will allow for more leeway and control in administering services. The goal of the EtE initiative is to reduce new case of HIV to no more than 3,500 diagnoses per year and ideas to reach this goal are meant to be innovative and disruptive. The 4 areas of focus are: 1) HIV diagnoses for all persons living with HIV, 2) Rapid response of effective treatment, 3) Prevention of new cases of HIV with the help of Pre-exposure Prophylaxis (PrEP) and other prevention methods, and 4) Response to potential future outbreaks by way of treatment and preventive services. Part A plans to use these funds to improve the EMA’s current infrastructure and expand Health Education and Risk Reduction (HERR), housing, early intervention services (EIS), the Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI), and transportation services. Arnold went on to inform members that this grant will run March-February, for five years, and that there are no reporting requirements related to the Care Council. Although EtE is targeting the same audience as the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) Part A funds, these funds will allow room for expanding the scope. They expect that grant funding will be distributed incrementally throughout each funding year.
Chair, Nolan Finn, inquired about the method of soliciting contracts in anticipation of EtE and Arnold responded by informing the Council that this award will not be received until the Spring, thus there is no way to plan for how the resources will be distributed until the award is in hand. The procurement process will be quick this initial year, but a more streamlined approach is anticipated for providers each year following. Comments from community stakeholders will be required prior to acquisition of funds by providers. The award amount will be unknown until the start of the next contract year, thus providers are not able to accurately plan how they will spend these funds.

New monitoring processes are moving forward, per HRSA’s recommendations, with new monitoring tools and the addition of a fiscal component.

Arnold announced that the 2020 HRSA Ryan White conference will be held August 9-15, 2020 in D.C. Steven R. Young, MSPH, Director-Division of Metropolitan HIV/AIDS Programs for HRSA’s HIV/AIDS Bureau is retiring and his last day in office will be November 7, 2019. Chrissy Abrams will act in his stead until his replacement is hired.
Open enrollment is currently underway and will be open until December 15, 2019. Vice-Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, inquired as to how people in the total service area (TSA) will be notified of the insurance marketplace deadline to select plans. Arnold replied that all information received is being shared through Council e-mail blasts and posts on social media. AIDS drug assistance program (ADAP)’s premium plus plans are being heavily promoted by Broward County and they are responsible for distributing this information statewide. Council member, Kim Molnar, added that the AIDS Institute has been regularly sharing these announcements since their release. Arnold then mentioned that restrictions based on income and additional health plans will be a barrier for insurance enrollment, but for residents in Hillsborough County, the Hillsborough Health Care Plan will be available. The Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) hosts open houses every month. The next open house will be held on November 16, 2019 at the Lee Davis Neighborhood Services Center, located at 3402 N 22nd St, Tampa, FL 33605, from 10:00 A.M. – 1:00 p.m. Arnold will be present to represent the Ryan White program.

	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Lead Agency staff, Floyd Egner, announced that Broward Regional Health Planning Council has been promoting enrollment in the insurance marketplace and more information is available at www.brhpc.org or by calling 2-1-1. A full list of authorized ADAP Premium Plus is now available and being shared.

Part B monitoring is in progress through March.
Lead Agency staff, Darius Lightsey, announced that Pinellas County EtE planning will begin on December 5, 2019 and invitations for this initial meeting will be sent out this week. This group will working with Part A to insure that the plan will take an integrated approach. The implementation portion of the EtE planning is due December 1, 2019 and Part B monitoring has been requested to be rescheduled to February 2020 as a result. They will be hosting focus groups and listening sessions in between their scheduled quarterly meetings to involve as many non-traditional stakeholders as possible. This entire process will be filmed as part of a documentary that will be released to the public when the plan is unveiled. Vice-Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, asked for clarification of this process upon Lightsey’s comment that the implementation plan will be required prior to the planning process. He responded that despite receiving planning funds on October 15, 2019, the implementation plan will be required to be submitted by no later than December 31, 2019. It will be difficult to determine this plan before the planning process even begins.
Members asked if Part B’s plan is a part of Part A’s EtE plans and were told that although these plans will be related to one another, they are totally separate from one another. Arnold added that understanding how these funds are organized is difficult as both HRSA and the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) are both providing funding. These new funding layers are intended to be integrated and community-based and non-traditional HIV-related providers are being asked to be involved in the process. The goal of Part B’s plan is to keep this plan as simple and seamless as possible, without the bureaucracy tied to funding, so it is of the utmost importance that this plan be as strategic as possible. This process is uncharted territory, but the ultimate goal is to get to zero new HIV cases. Member, Kim Molnar, added that these funds are further complicated because the mechanism of Part A funding distribution, by EtE, is not the same as Part A’s Ryan White grant. While this plan is funded by HRSA, and will rely on the current infrastructure, there are little restrictions as to how these funds can be used and the push for community engagement will be a main goal. 

Vice-Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, requested that discussion of this funding occur throughout the process so new Council members understand how the plan is being executed, per Lightsey’s mention of the program’s many moving parts. Chair, Nolan Finn, stated that he wants to see members of the Care Council at the table so there is constant communication between the Council and Part B’s EtE plan. Guest, Allison Rapp, spoke up as a representative of the Health Council of West Central Florida and added that they will be working on the Hillsborough EtE plan alongside Part A’s Aubrey Arnold. Laffrey thanked Part A and Part B for their transparency throughout this process.

	CARE COUNCIL PLANNING STAFF REPORT
	Staff, Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, notified members that new member orientation training would take place upon adjournment of the meeting. They requested that all Care Council attendees, not attending the training, please leave the meeting room as soon as possible, so as not to delay the training.

Staff, Katie Scussel, added that any current or prospective members are welcome to attend the orientation for a refresher and/or to learn more about how the Care Council operates. 

 

	COMMITTEE REPORTS
	**A. Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) – Dave Konnerth, Chair

RPARC last met at 11:30 a.m. on October 10, 2019 at the EPIC Suncoast Hospice Garden House in Clearwater. Five committee members were present, along with two staff, and 2 guests. Members reviewed the Part A expenditure report, draft of the Assessment of the Administrative Method (AAM), and voted on Part A reallocation recommendations.
1. Part A Quarterly Expenditure Report 

Konnerth went on to then present the Part A Quarterly Expenditure Report and note that this report can be utilized to understand why reallocations are necessary. Arnold added that reallocations are determined based on a survey of contracted providers to determine unmet need. Only about 1/3 of requested funding for unmet need is awarded and the vast majority of these are dedicated to core services.
2. Part A Reallocation Recommendations
The RPARC is responsible for recommending to the Care Council the reallocation of Part A funds.  The committee reviewed year to date expenditure reports for all service categories and considered the recommendations from the Recipient’s office which included input from providers who were either requesting an increase or receiving a decrease.

Action Required

The committee recommends the following (S: Laffrey):

RPARC will meet next on November 14, 2019 at 11:30 a.m. at the EPIC Suncoast Hospice Garden House in Clearwater. Konnerth concluded by requesting that members of the Care Council attend future RPARC meetings.
B. Community Advisory Committee (CAC) – Vincent Kaborycha, Chair
CAC met at 1:30 p.m. on October 24, 2019 at Francis House, with 2 members, one staff, and 3 guests in present. 
The committee tabled all action items as they did not meet quorum, for the 4th month in a row. This creates an enormous barrier for the committee to adopt any necessary documents.

In contrast, Kaborycha was excited to announce that Positively U is opening a Pasco location and he will act as the new director. More information is expected to come.

Council Chair, Nolan Finn, spoke up to remind members that committee progress is ultimately delayed when quorum is not met. More involvement in CAC is required by voting members of the Council.
CAC will not meet November or December, 2019 as their scheduled meeting days conflicts with the Fall and Winter holidays. They will meet again January 23, 2020 at 1:30 p.m. at Francis House.
C. Health Services Advisory Committee (HSAC) – Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, Staff

HSAC met at 1:30 p.m. on October 17, 2019 at the Robert Saunders Library with 3 members, 4 guests, and 2 staff in attendance.
Elections for committee Chair and Co-Chair were held with Elizabeth Rugg and Kim Molnar elected, respectively. The upcoming year’s work plan was adopted with minor changes made.

Members were unable to discuss the Affordable Care Act plans as the plans were unavailable at that time. Mixed feedback received in regards to the CVS specialty pharmacy distribution program, was discussed during the committee meeting. Revisions to the Minimum Standards of Care (MSOC) were brought up and members agreed that HSAC should take a collaborative role throughout the process.
Members discussed that free and reduced-cost birth control access will affect clients to the west of I-75, in Hillsborough County, as one of the two Title X funded agencies (Tampa Family Health Center) has pulled out of their contracted funding. This leaves Suncoast Community Health Clinics, who served clients to the east of I-75, as the only Title X funded provider. This contract will not be up for rebid until June of 2021, leaving approximately 2,700 clients without access to family planning services. 

The Department of Health has not provided these services for almost a decade as these funds were re-routed to federally qualified health centers (FQHC) by way of Title X funding. Ryan White providers are only allowed to provide birth control to clients if it is required to treat an emergent case so this lack of access will create a burdensome barrier for many clients who simply need these services for family planning purposes. Members suggested that Ryan White cover family planning costs for clients in Hillsborough County until Title X providers are procured in June 2021. 

1. Ryan White Funding Provision for Birth Control

The Health Services Advisory Committee has reviewed the Formulary requirements for birth control and recommends Ryan White provide these services with no exception through June 2021 (S: Molnar):
Action Required

THAT THE CARE COUNCIL ACCEPTS THE RECOMMENDED PROVISIONS FOR BIRTH CONTROL WITHIN THE RYAN WHITE FORMULARY.

The motion passed by acclamation.

HSAC will again meet on December 19, 2019 at 1:30 p.m. at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
D.  Membership -  Tonicia Freeman-Foster, Chair
The Membership Committee met at 11:00 a.m. on October 21, 2019 at The Children’s Board of Hillsborough County. The committee achieved quorum with all members of the committee in attendance. 
A review of the current Care Council roster concluded that more members are needed from Hernando, Manatee, and Pinellas Counties, along with men, those in the 20-29 and 60+ age groups, and additional persons living with HIV who are unaffiliated with Part A contracted providers. At this time, representatives for State Medicaid and Local Public Health are being sought as well. They are requesting that providers refer potential members. The committee is attempting to increase voting membership in the Care Council by first seeking participation in committees, rather than recruitment directly into the Care Council. Committee Chair, Tonicia Freeman-Foster then announced that a Membership survey has been released and advertised, through e-mail, to gather innovative ideas for recruitment and retention. This survey will close November 8, 2019. Council Chair, Nolan Finn, asked when the survey link will be sent to members and staff, Katie Scussel, replied that the survey announcement was sent out twice in the hopes that Council members will participate.

New Member Application
The Membership Committee has reviewed the membership application of Joel Carrier. He is being recommended for voting membership on the Care Council based on his application scores, interview assessment, and the HRSA (Health Resources and Services Administration) category that he will fill. 

Action Required

The Committee recommends that the Care Council members adopt the following recommendation (S: Delgado):

THAT THE COUNCIL ACCEPTS THE NOMINATION OF JOEL CARRIER AS A VOTING MEMBER REPRESENTING POLK COUNTY (2019-2022). THE COUNCIL WILL FORWARD THE NOMINATION TO HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS FOR FINAL APPROVAL.

Joel shared that he has worked in the community since 2007, by educating and community planning.

Bylaw Revisions
Committee Chair, Tonicia Freeman-Foster, lead Care Council members through the by-laws with a PowerPoint presentation created by SHC staff member, Katie Scussel. Freeman-Foster noted that most changes were to destigmatize language used and to reflect the current processes and procedures employed by the Care Council.
The Membership Nominations, Recruitment, and Training Committee conduct a regular review of the bylaws for updates/changes. 

In keeping with our adopted bylaws, the proposed bylaw revision is being provided for a 30 day review at the October meeting and the Care Council will vote on the revisions at the November meeting.

Please note that the additions to the bylaws are underlined and deletions are struck through.  

Action Required

The Committee recommends that the Care Council members adopt the following recommendation (S: Laffrey):

THAT CARE COUNCIL ACCEPTS THE PRESENTED REVISIONS TO THE BYLAWS.

3. Mission & Vision Statement Review

Freeman-Foster presented the Council’s current mission and vision statement, adopted October 1, 2003 and informed members that these require updates as language in the revised bylaws must be reflected. No changes or discussion will be gathered at this time, but rather members are asked to review both statements and come prepared to the December Care Council meeting with any revision recommendations they may have. She then presented the following modifications suggested by the Membership committee:
Recipient, Aubrey Arnold, added that he was a part of the creation of the current mission and vision statements and is proud that the Council will be updating them. This is a reflection of how far we have come with our understanding and acceptance of HIV within the EMA.
Mission Statement

We are a planning body that assesses needs, plans, allocates resources, and evaluates HIV/AIDS services to improve the lives of those infected and affected.

Vision Statement

We assure a quality, cost-effective, accessible, culturally competent, comprehensive continuum of care for all HIV infected and affected populations.
We: 

· Expand and increase collaboration among stakeholders.

· Support the reduction of the spread of HIV/AIDS through early intervention and prevention efforts.

· Involve PLWH who represent the diverse populations we serve.

Membership will meet next on November 21, 2019 as opposed to November 18, 2019. This change was made as no members of the committee will be able to make the regularly scheduled date. They will meet at 1:00 p.m. at the Children’s Board of Hillsborough County.
E. Planning and Evaluation (P&E) – Nolan Finn – Member
Care Council Chair, Nolan Finn, who is a member of the Planning and Evaluation Committee made the committee update as neither Chair nor Co-Chair of the committee were in attendance. Finn requested assistance from fellow committee member, Elizabeth Rugg. Staff, Katie Scussel, who staffed the October P&E meeting spoke up and offered that the committee reviewed the preliminary data for the statewide anonymous needs assessment survey. Finn, added that the committee is delaying revisions to the Service Priorities until the final analysis is received from the state. Council member, Kim Molnar, then informed members that this data is ready, but its distribution has been delayed due to staffing issues at the state level. They hope to have this data available prior to the Fall Florida Comprehensive Planning Network (FCPN) meeting. Finn, added that this raw data was timely for the submission of the EtE and Part A Ryan White grant applications, as it ensures that local data is indeed local to our area. Council member, Vincent Kaborycha, asked how many responses were received and staff, Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani replied that 618 were received at the time of survey close, but the final count will be unavailable until the final analysis is received.

Staff, Katie Scussel, then went on to tell the Council that P&E discussed how they will go about revisions of the MSOC to meet HRSA expectations. The committee plans to create a schedule for revisions at their December meeting.

P&E met at 9:30 a.m. on November 14, 2019 at the EPIC Suncoast Hospice Garden House in Clearwater. 
F. Standards, Issues, and Operations (SIOC) – Kamaria Laffrey, Vice-Chair

SIOC did not meet in October, 2019.
G. Women, Infants, Children, Youth & Families (WICY&F) – Paula Delgado – Co-Chair
WICY&F met at 10:00 a.m. on October 24, 2019 at EPIC Suncoast Hospice in St. Petersburg. Eight members, 1 guest, and 1 staff were present and quorum was met.
Members discussed the increasing rates of sexually transmitted infections (STIs) and noted that many providers rely on urine tests rather than swabbing potentially infected areas of the body. They also went over the new ADAP plans and how they will affect clients.

Committee Co-Chair, Paula Delgado, shared that Metro Inclusive Health’s Annual Cocktail Party will be held on November 9, 2019 and legendary singer, Deborah Cox, will perform.

Committee members reviewed their plans for the WICY&F Fall event and announced that it will be held on November 20, 2019 at Metro Inclusive Health’s Ybor location. An attorney will attend to present information on living wills and surrogates and Metro Inclusive Health will be providing meals for attendees.
Delgado then announced that WoW: World of Women will reconvene, in Tampa, January 2020. Flyers to be expected soon.

WICY&F will not meet November or December, 2019 as their scheduled meeting days conflicts with Fall and Winter holidays.


	PUBLIC POLICY REPORT / COMMUNITY INPUT
	Council Vice-Chair, Kamaria Laffrey, shared that the Florida HIV Justice Coalition filed a legislative bill and the group plans to attend legislative sessions that begin January 2020. The bill addresses the non-disclosure of status law as written in 1986, in which people with HIV are attempting to align with current science. They seek to defeat stigma associated with HIV and prevent further disenfranchisement of people with HIV. Although Florida’s version of this bill is more lenient than other states, it is actively damaging lives as seen by the recent arrest of an individual in Pasco County. There will be several events leading up to these legislative meetings and those interested should get in touch with her for more information.



	PREVENTION ACTIVITIES / QUALITY MANAGEMENT
	Chair, Nolan Finn, reminded members that the next Quality Management (QM) meeting will be held in December and encouraged Council members to participate in the workgroup. Recipient, Aubrey Arnold, added that the new enhancements to e2Hillsborough will be discussed, along with current QM testing, at that time. Finn went on to remind members that David Cavalleri, QM, sent out a survey to all Council and related committee members and all are expected to respond.


	ANNOUNCEMENTS
	Council member, Paula Delgado, announced that a World AIDS Day (WAD) event will be hosted by the Foundation for a Healthy St. Pete at the Center for Health Equity on December 7, 2019. Entertainment and prizes will be provided to participants. She went on to mention that the Pinellas Planning Partnership (PPP) is in the process of creating a master list of WAD events and Lead Agency staff, Darius Lightsey, added that he is the new PPP Chair and has been selected as one of the speakers for the event.
Lightsey went on to announce that The Burg Cares will be hosting a candlelight vigil on December 1, 2019 from 5:30 p.m. – 7:00 p.m. in honor of WAD. This vigil will be located at the corner of 9th Avenue and 22nd Street South in St. Petersburg.
Kamaria Laffrey announced that there will be an HIV is Not a Crime Summit at Ohio State University May 30-June 2, 2020. Registration is now open, along with a call for abstracts. Scholarship applications will soon be released. Anyone interested in registering can get in touch with her for more information. She concluded with a mention of the Positive Women’s Network Bootcamp. This organization works to gather individuals with the purpose of created powerful teams of people who work to ensure voter engagement and access to polls.
Kim Molnar announced that the next Florida Comprehensive Planning Network (FCPN) meeting will be held November 19-21st at the Hyatt Place Wesley Chapel. Anyone interested in attending may contact her for the registration link.
