MINUTES
	CALL TO ORDER
	The meeting of the Ryan White Care Council was called to order by Nolan Finn, Chair, at 1:31 p.m.

	ADOPTION OF MINUTES
	The minutes for November 6, 2019 were approved (M: Devine, S: Wallace) (15 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain)



	CHAIR/VICE CHAIR’S REPORT
	Chair, Nolan Finn, informed Council members that “New York City Gov. Andrew Cuomo declared that New York is on track to meet its goal to end the AIDS epidemic in the state by 2020. The state, in 2018, had just 2,481 new diagnoses of the virus that causes AIDS, a drop of 11 percent from the previous year, and 28 percent less than 2014, when the state began its initiative. The governor’s three-pronged plan to combat AIDS is centered on identifying, tracking and treating people with H.I.V. infection, including using pre-exposure prophylaxis, or PrEP, drugs that can drastically reduce the risk of contracting H.I.V. through unprotected sex. The governor reports that some 32,000 New Yorkers are now using PrEP, an increase of 32 percent since 2017.”

Finn went on to report that he will wait until the February Care Council meeting to give the Florida Comprehensive Planning Network (FCPN) and Consumer HIV Advisory Group (CHAG) reports. He concluded by reminding members that the Council will not meet in January due to the New Year holiday.



	MOMENT OF SILENCE
	Chair, Nolan Finn, asked members to take a moment of silence in honor of those we love who have passed, are living with, or are soon to be diagnosed with HIV. 

He went on to tell members that the AIDS quilt was displayed at the FCPN meeting. This quilt travels around the world and encouraged members to see the full display in Los Angeles, if they have the opportunity to do so.

	RECIPIENT’S REPORT 
	Recipient, Dorinda Seth, announced that there have been no major changes since last month’s report. They are currently reviewing reallocations in anticipation of the contract’s closeout this month. There has been enough need reported, by providers, in primary care to successfully spend down all funds. Finn added that Part A has historically spent 98-99% of the annual award each contract year. He then went on to explain how the reallocation process works: expenditure reports, provided by Part A, are reviewed by the Resource Prioritization & Allocation Recommendations (RPARC) Committee every three months and then forwarded on to Care Council as an informational item. RPARC determines during review whether reallocations are necessary based on reported unmet need.


	LEAD AGENCY REPORT
	Lead Agency staff, Darius Lightsey, that there are no new updates to report; however, all Part B contracts are on track and spending down in a timely manner. 

The Ending the HIV Epidemic (EhE) plan is in progress and will meet December 5, 2019 at Metro Inclusive Health’s St. Petersburg office. All in attendance at the Council meeting were invited to attend. A staff member from the Black AIDS Institute will facilitate this meeting. This group will be working with Part A to insure that the plan will take an integrated approach. Part B monitoring has been requested to be rescheduled to February 2020 as a result. The Lead Agency will be hosting focus groups and listening sessions in between their scheduled quarterly meetings to involve as many non-traditional stakeholders as possible. This entire process will be filmed as part of a documentary that will be released to the public when the plan is unveiled. A draft of the plan will be sent to Planning Council staff to be forwarded on to Care Council.

Hillsborough County’s HIV/AIDS Program Coordinator, Jim Roth, added that the County’s report has been drafted to be submitted December 6, 2019.  

	CARE COUNCIL PLANNING STAFF REPORT
	Planning Council Support staff, Naomi Ardjomand-Kermani, reminded Council members that this meeting is abbreviated to account for the Winter leadership retreat training, held immediately upon adjournment. Ardjomand-Kermani reminded all members that they are required to attend retreats as part of their voting membership requirements.

All clients who are served by the AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) are eligible for this service.
Care Council Chair, Nolan Finn, reminded members that the next Quality Management (QM) meeting will beheld on December 20, 2019. He went on to ask members to look for a survey, sent by QM consultant, David Cavalleri, in their e-mail. All members should participate in this survey to ensure that their voices are heard.
